They say some form of love-
making has been associated with
Feb. 14 for at least 1,668 years but
if tradition means anything the
male had all the say in those old-
er days. According to musty legend
the Romans observed the feast of
T percalia in honor of Pan and
Juno on Feb. 14 and - the boys
chose their partners by lot.

The conneci 2.~ between 8t, Val-
entine and the custom of exchang-
ing love-notes is rather obscure.
The saint was put to death in 270
A. D. on the eve of the Lupercal-
jan feast. With  the growth of
Christianity, it is believed in some
quarters, the feast became merged
ir the Christian observance of St.
Valentine’s Day.

Revered for his efforts to
ameliorate the sufferings of Chris-
tians at the hands of - Emperor
Claudius II, 8t. Valentine was also
known for his kindness and love
for children.

Wh.t Pepys Knew

Samuel Pepys in his famous
Diary has a lot to say about St.
Valentine’s Day customs in 17th-
century England. The old idea of
choosing by lot persisted but it had

become a fanciful diversion in
which married as well as single
persons participated. It was ex-

gens ve, too, the men apparently
eing expected to send gifts to
their Valentines.
