A. Yes. The more persons who
volunteer the better.

Q. How does one go about of-
fering his or her services?

A. Individuals who wish to help
may get in touch with the registrar
of the federal electoral division in
which they reside. They will be
assigned to the work by him!

Q. Is full time for the three-day
registration period required of vol-
unteers?

A. No. Such  volunteers may
help for part of the time, as con-
venient to them.

Q. Is there any monetary com-
pensation for such volunteers?

A. No. The work is voluntary
and a method of serving Canada,

. Is the information elicited
under the national registration
secret?

A Yes. Any person connected
wit# the registration or custody or
use of the registration cards who,
except as officially or by law re-
quired, discloses any information so
obtained comnits an offence and is
liable to fine or imprisonment or
both.

Q. What is the regulation as to
marital status?

A. All persons married onr. or
after July 15, 1940, are to be en-
tered as single, Lut date of the
marriage must be given as well if
before the registration date. Pei-
sons legally separated or separated
as to bed and beard are to be en-
tered as mraried but
“separated.”

Q. What steps are to be taken if
a person registered as single under
present regulations marrics subse-
quently?

A. Such person should within 14
days of the marriage noti’y the
Dominion statistician at Octawa of
the date' of his or her marriage
and of the name apd place of re-
sidence of the person he or she
married.

Q. What tsteps are to be taken
if one changes his or her place of
residence following registration?

. The new - address must be
forwarded to the Dominion statis-
tician at Ottawa within 14 days.

Is it an offence to counscl or
advise any other person to refuse
or omit to comply with any of the
provisions of the regulations gov-
erning the registration?

. Yes. Anyone who impedes or
attempts to impede any person in
the performance of his ducies un-
der the regulations is guilty of an
offence.
