Dr. Re J. Kirk delivered a léc-
ture at the Manitoba short course
in fur farming on Bffective Fur

Sanitation that is worthy
of the attention of all fox ranch-
ers. He contends that proper san-
itation will reduce losses to &
minimum. This is the gist of Dr.
Kirk's remarks .. . . ‘According
to medical terminology, sanitation
is defined as_the establishment of
environmental conditions favor-
able to health. Therefore if foxes
and minks are kept under condi-
tions most favorable to their
health and development they are
better able to prdduce the best fur
or pelt inherent in elr con-
It follows that losses
will be kept to s, minimum, the
incidence of infectious disease can
be reduced, and fur farms 1
! not be regarded as a public nuls-
ance, under proper conditions of
cleanliness and sanitation,

Ranchers have learned from ex-
perience that good pelts cannot be
produced from filthy, poorly con-
structed pens.. As a result, pen
construction has been greatly mo-
diffed to improve pelt quality.
These modifications in pen con-
struction resulted in greater clean-
liness on the ranch, and decreas-
ed losses in the animals. Im-
provements in watering and feed-
ing devices have also contributed
t¢ cleanliness.

The close confinement of &
large number of animals in a
small or restricted area facilitates
the spread of any infectious dis-
ease. No amount of pen cleaning,
disinfectants, or repeated isolation
of sick animals will control dis-

avold losses from spoiled meat.
Losses directly attributable to food
poisoning have decreased
in recent years, and this decrease
15 attribdted to two. factors,
creased general knowledge, some-
times by bitter experience, on the

n
in-

part of ranhchers In the care and
hendling of meat products, also
greater use of mechanical refri-
geration on ranches.

Many feed houses rapidly de
velop into breeding grounds fo
rats and mice througl carelessnes
of the rancher. Unsightly heap
ot old boxes, piles of bomnes, an:
general rubble rapidly becom
breeding grounds for vermin o
all kinds. In addition, heaps o
decaying refuse are sources o
odour and attract swarms of flie
capable of carrying distemper. The
installation of meat grinders, mix-
ing vat§, and meat cutting tablet
should be made with the view of
tniandiness of operation, and east
of clealiness. A ooncrete floor and
a good water supply are essentiai
to thorough oleanliness in the
feed house.

The meat supply should be very
carefully thought out. Facllitie
for meat storage depend on avall-
ability of supply. Ranchers clost
to slaughter houses, or with trans-
fer service to and from cold stor-
age plants can be assured of reg
ular deliveries of meat which re-
quire holding for only a short
time. However, many the
large ranches have found it ex-

ent to Install thefr own cold
storage facilities, and this prac-
tice has removed a great scurce
of trouble. Commons causes of
meat spollage have been — -
ing fresh killed products in
before proper chilling has occur-
nd flll!.nf to get this ma-
terial into cold storage as soor
as possible. As a result the megt
sours and spoils, and is dangerou:

day. Unused meat should be dis-
carded. Packing large quantities
of meat in small ice refrigerators
and holding for 'too long a neriod.
Cereal feeds should be held n
tight bins or oontainers to avoid
contamination bv mice, rats, ocats

ease outbreaks. When disease oc-
curs, veterinary service is requir-
ed. The incidence of disease can
be greatly reduced, and in some
cases eliminated by proper ranch
construction. The most import-
ant features of ranch construction
that reduce the disease menace
are (1) The guard fence, (2) wire
bottomed pens. The guard fence
—_Guard fences were set up early
in fur farming to prevent the loss
of animals escaping from their
pens. While guard fences prevent
animals from getting away, the
fence also serves as & barrier to
disease being brought in by stray
dogs. cats, rats, etc. In some lo-
calities ranches have been de-
veloped in verv close proximity one
to another. Outbreaks of distem-
per under such conditions are
very serious and guard fences are
absolutely necessary as an aid to
prevent the spread of this dis-
ease by doms, rats, stray minks
or foxes,

Wire bottom pens — Wire bot-
tom pens were first used on mink
ranches for oontrol of coceldiosis
—an ' intestinal parasite of mnks,
by comtact with the man-
ure. Their use was taken up by
fox ranchers to prevent worm in-
festation. and to produce better
color pelts.  Today wire bottom
pens are used entirelv in mink
ranches and Are being used to

and dogs. The feed house shquld
be oleaned daily and all refuse
and scraps removed and burned.
During the summer fly " screens
ghould be in place and liberal ap-
plications of fly spray used.

A clean, neat well-planned
ranch is a tribute to the efforts
of the rancher, and a credit to fur
farming. All too many ranches
consist of hodge-podge of pens,
with ples of refuse that serve only
ss a breeding place for rats and
flies. Filthy pens and nest boxes
cause many losses in young stock
every year, through constant con-
tamination of the food and water,
Frequent cleaning of pens and
nest boxes is required before any
egree of proper sanitation caun

much wgreater extent for fox
preeding pens and furring. pems.
Wire bottom pens placed suffici-
ently high enough from the ground
have helped decrease the work of
keeping a ranch clean, reduce the
menace of tic disease and
improved pelt quality. Greater
cleanliness through the use of wire
bottom pens has reduced the
losses of young animals through
contamination of their food by the
cxcreta. Strict attention must still
be paid to keeping nest boxes and
