ATHENS, March 10.—Blasting its way with full war
sirength into the mud and snow of rebel territories, the
Greek Government advanced along a wide front in Mace-

donia today but late reports indicated unexpected resistance

was being encountered.

Vivid red flashes of government artillery lighted up the
Struma River Valley before dawn in the beginning of Gen-
eral George Kondylis’ big push and reports tonight said
there were answering flashes from mountain artillery
brought into play by the rebels. ;s

Under-secretary of war Rodopoulos issued a statement
saying victory was assured to the government forces in the
now 10-day-old revolt, but cautioned at the same time against
undue elation, citing the difficulties encountered. The cas-
ualties on both sides, uncounted, were believed to be large.

HOLD UP

ADVANCE

The rebels’ use of mountain artillery was reported as an attempt to
fold up the government advance until they could consolidate their posi-

tions in a second line of defemce.

The government announced its forces were advancing on Seres, im-
portant rebel stronghold, and expécted to take it shortly,

An advance wave of loyal soldiers was last reported a mile and a half
from the town, relentlessly driving the rebels before them. Two hundred
prisoners were taken, including two officers, five field guns and two ma-

¢hine guns, these reports said.

Rebels put up a fierce fight to defend the left bank of the River
Siruma, but crumbled under a pounding from government artillery and

sperior forces, it was announced.

Before dawn government artillery
began its preliminary bombardment
of rebel positions in the Struma
area. 'The troops, after huddliing all
night in meagre shelters-. ear the
river stepped forth and began the
push which Gen, Kondylis hopes
will put teeth into his ultimatum of
last week, “surrender or be crush-
edl”

In the early phase'of the day’s
battle, said accourits reaching here,
the rebels stood thelr ground and
fought bravely but later weakened
rapidly.

John Metaxas, acting Minister of
War, declared the back of the re-
volution had been broken.

“Venizelos (Eleutherios - enizelos,
former Premier and leader of the
revolution) is already beaten,” sald
Metaxas., “Wireless. messages we
have intercepted show he himself
has grasped the fact the game he
tried to play is immediately lost.”

Gay Hav-
ana became gray Havana under the
state of siege which prohibited the
regular Sunday carnival, parades
and- similar festivities.
