Pioneer Church
Of England
Clergyman Dies

(C. P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)
.. KELOWNA, B. C., Sept. 30—Ven,
Archdeacon ' Thomas * ne,
pioneer. Church of England clergy-
man of the: Okanagan Valley, is
dead here today. He was known
affectionately throughout the val-
ley as “Daddy” Greene.

He graduated from Trinity Col-
lege, Dublin, and, after working
among the poor in large centres
of population in the British Isles,
moved to Indian Head, Sask,
where he was in charge of a school.

Mr. Greene came to Penticton,
B. C, in 1893 and ministered to
miners and ranchers in the early
days of that community. The first
Anglican Church in Penticton was
bullt for him.

About 1898, Mr. Greene became ,
rector of Kelowna in a
church built for him by the
settlers. In 1925 he was made
archdeacon of the diocese,
