DBut, even if war
were abolished compulsory military
training for all men in the Empire
would ‘be an enormous physical
benefit to the British race.” It is in-
teresting to note in this connection
that vp to April 1917 New Zealand
had contributed 80,593 men to the
war. This in proportion to popula-
tion would have meant some 550,
000 men from Canada up to that
date.
