SASKATOON, Oct. 21 —(CP)—Decision to consider western secession
was made today by the United farmers of Canada, Saskatchewan sect-
ion in annual convention here.

By resoluti the ti d ly to instruct its
board of directors to “assimilate and prepare authoritative material on
the subject of setting up a western autonomous state within the British
Empire, governed by a single western government, elected demo-
cratically by the people.”

The resolution added that the board of directors make its findings
known to the membership in order that detailed consideration could be
given by the United Farmers of Canada,

Tenor of the discussion of the
resolution was summed up in a
statement made by Colonel Wil-
liam Van Allen of Shaunavon, who
introduced the measure, and by
George R. Bickerton, president of
the section, who seconded it.

These officials said, “unless some
arrangement with Eastern Canada
can be made whereby the economic
set-up can be made more favor-
able to the western farmer, there
appears to be no alternative than
to try and go it alone.”

Colonel Van Allen, speaking to
the resolution, explained the ques-
tion of secession had been preci-
pitated by recent statements made
in Eastern Canada to the effect
that political leaders and others
were opposed to the western agra-
rian demands for equitable treat-
ment by the Federal Government
in the matter of tariffs, freight and
interest rates and fiscal policies in
general.

The resolution came up for dis-
cussion first at the Thursday eve-
ning session of the convention but
was left over until morning for
final action.

At the evening session, discussion
was heated. Those who rose to
their feet in support of the mo-
tion were John Evans, former
member of Parllament for Sask-
atoon, J. Phelps, C. C. F.,, M. L. A,
for Saltcoats, and W. A. S, Tegar*
of Weirdale.

“Premier Hepburn of Ontario
says that the east is being used
