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SOLDIERS’ “SLANGUAGE
IS A PUZZLE TO MANY.

LONDON, July 20.— Among them-
selves the British “Tommies” of today
make free use of a ‘“language” that,
previous te the war, at any rate, was
practically unknown outside the ranks
It might be called *“Soldiers” Hindus-
tani;” really it is a selection of a few
easily picked up and explanatory
words of that alluring language which
are indispensable to the soldiers who
do their allotted language which are
indispensable to the soldiers who
do their allotted span of “time” in
India. It is by no means pure Hindus-
tani, though most of the “Tommies”
may think it is, and pride themselves
on it. Rather is it a distortion of the
words he picks up and suits to his
own pronounciation of a word, just
as he does with the style of singing
a song—well, that goes. It’s “pukka’
—the right way.

Not only Hindustian, though. The
soldier at the front is keen now at
picking up a little French phrase or
word and adapting it to the import-
ance of the moment of the embellish-
ment of his conversation. But, just as
with the corrupt Hindustani, this
goes through the process of distortion
in pronounciation till it becomes to-
tally distinct and dissimilar from the
original, and yet is never understood.

For instance, the French “n'a pius,”
as signifying the end of a wounded
soldier’s interest in the war, is a
phrase in common use today. The
Belgian soldat, who himself is so bad-
ly smashed that it is certain he will
never hear arms again, speakign to a
wounded Britisher in his broken Eng-
lish, will say, “And you—, you go back
to the front —— yes?” And Tommy
will boldly reply in what he thinks
is good French, “Na poo!”

And “na poo” it is today all over
the British army to signify “no good,”
or ‘no more for me,” or “I've had
enough,” and even “it is finished.”

Probably there is no word derived,
or adapted, from the Hindustani so
much in use among regulars, reserve,
Kitchener’s army, or Territorials as
“cooshi’ or “khooshi,” which is al-
ways endered as ‘“cushy,” to signify
that one is nicely comfortable, or that
a task is easy to perform.

“How's the sergeant major?”’
recruit will ask the old hand.

“Oh, he’s sushy to get on with—a
pukka (proper) good sort”— that is,
if the high authority happens to be
is a decent chap—
something of a rara avis among N.
C. O's, in fact, if the average Tommy
is to be believed. But if the S. M.,
on the contrary, is not exactly the
well-beloved of his flock the answer
will most likely be, “Oh, he's no
bottle,” which is not Hindustani, nor
even a corruption of the language of

the

6| Ind., but simple barrack room slang,

derived from goddness knows where.

Tommy is cosmopolitan in his tast-
es, so far as expressive conversation
goes, but you will rarely now find
him using the rhyming slang so pop-
ular in certain circles a decade or so
ago. Occasionally you will hear some-
body asking for the loan of the “Cape
of Good Hope” (meaning, of course,
the soap, not the colony), but more
frequently the request now is, simply
and tersely hear a soldier ask,
“What’s the birdlime?” when he
wants to know the hour; it is always,
“What's the budjee?” for “budgee” is
Tommy's Hindustani for time, and
when he knows even a corruption of
Hindustani, which will express what
he wants to say, he uses that and no
other.

One word the barrack room or can-
teen nuisance—meaning the fellow
who wearies the rest with eternal
talk about himself—will hear more
often that any other is “chuprao,™
which is simply an excessive intima-
tion to “shut up.” Similarly “hide-
rao,” or “hitherao,” is recognied by
the ranks as a command to “come
here,” and if “look juidee (pronounc-
ed jildy) is added the fellow is ex-
pected to come up at the double; that
is, provided he is a ‘“punka-wallah,”
or any native boy. A variant on “jui-
dee” is “jillao,” best interpreted as
“hurry up,” and the general response
to this call is “all right, pechi,” (pro-
nounced peachy), up or coming soon.

Nurses and sisters at the military
hospitals in Britain are at first great-
ly confused with the varied and strik-
ing assortment of dialects they have
to listen to, and when with these are
mixed up bits of the soldier's Hin-
dustani and slang the resulting babel
of tongues leaves the probationer in
almost hopeless confusion. The usual
well educated nurse, whose life has
been spent among her own people,will

A MYSTERY OF BAY OF FUNDY

ST. JOHN, Aug 6.—There is con-
siderable mystery surrounding the
burning of the packet schooner Dora,
which took place yesterday afternoon
off Black River, in the Bay of Fundy.

Yesterday morning Charles Huggard
William Johnston, G. M. Marber and
Ogdon Smith left the city in an auto-
mobile and went as far as Black Riv-
er. They obtained Captain Johnston’s
motor boat, and with a tender in tow
went out in the bay cod fishing.
About 3.30 o’clock the four men were
surprised to see a schooner on fire and
sailing round in a circle not a great
distance  from the shore. The sails
were set, and her engine was  work-
ing. There was no sign of any of the
crew on hoard, and when those in the
motor hoat gave chase they found
they could not overtake the vessel
with the motor hoat while they tow-
ed the tender, so two of the party were
left in the small boat.

It was seen that the schooner’s
wheel was lashed hard over, and this
caused the craft to sail round in the
circle. When the party got close
enough to the schopner and found no
person on board they were afraid to
goon the deck of the craft, fearing the
gasolene, or the barrels of oil which
could be seen on her decks might
explode. The Dora made a few more
circles and then ran ashore.

As soon as the vessel struck the
beach her engines stopped. By this
time the flames had burst through the
decks and cabin, the sails were burn-
ed off, and she was soon a total wreck.
There were a number of explosions as
the gasoline and oil became a prey to
the flames. When the four men left
the scene the schooner Dora was fast
burning to the water's edge.

The schooner’s small boat was miss-
ing and the ropes could be seen hang-
ing from the stern, showing that the
captain and crew had left the vessel
in a hurry. Where the crew landed,
if they landed at all, is a mystery to
those who watched the vessel destroy-
ed, but it is thought that they have
landed at some section further down
the coast.

The schooner Dora traded between
Parrsboro and St. John, and yester-
day morning is said to have been tied
up in the Market Slip. She was not
fully loaded with freight at the time,
and a shipper for one of the wholesale
houses said that he had some freight
to go on the vessel, and when he call-
ed to make arrangements the com-
mander stated that he was going to
take his vessel to the blocks to have
some repairs made to her shoe. It is
thought that the captain gave up the
idea of going on the blocks for any
repairs, and with sails set, and the

PREVALENCE OF CANCER
AMONG WOMEN

London, England, August 6.—At-
tempts have been made from time to
time, states the annual report of the
Imperial Cancer Research Fund, to dis-
cover whether the incidents of cancer
of the ovary, breast,and mamma is dif-
ferent in married and single women.
These attempts have been based on an
analysis of hospital and operation sta-
tistics, and have not led to a ¢ lear
result. The Registrar-General’s report
for 1913 deals with this question on
the basis of the national mortality fig-
gures, This is the only satisfactory
method, because the number of lives
at risk in the two groups is known suf-
ficiently accurately to permit actual
death-rates to be calculated. The ta-
bles show that cancer of the ovary and
mamma are more frequent in the sin-
gle than in the married. Cancer of the
uterus presents the opposite condition,
being more common in the married.
The facts are of great interest in view
of the decreasing fertility shown in
the national statistics of most civilised
countries. They form a valuable con-
