FIGHT AGAINST
CEREBORD M[NINGH )

LONDON, January 20.— One of the
most remarkable stories of the war,
and especially interesting to Ameri-
cans, in view of last summer’s epid
emic cf infantile paralysis, is the
fight which the British army ig mak-
ing against cerebhro-spinal meningitis
and with a large measure of success.

The fact was discovered that four
types of this dread ‘‘spotted fever”
germ existed, and that each type must
bhe treated with a particular serum.

The story of the attack thep made
on the disease in home camps is
told in a report just published by the
medical research committee. It was
feared cnormous toll would be taken,
and at once a base laboratory  was
equipped by the Royal Army Medical
Corps, and thirty-seven district labor-
atories started. An especially equip-
ped travelling laboratory was also
put'into commission and special tests
of suspected cases were begun. It was
soon proved that the first case of
cerebrospinal fever yields only a
single type of meiningococcus frem
the cerebro spinal fluid. \That is, the
case is always strictly of one tvpo or
another.

Then type found with the nose is
always of the same type, and in the
brain, becausa ‘the germ is always
present in the noise at the beginning
of the attack. In every case the dis-
ease is an instance of the. carrier be-
coming the victim of his own infec-
tion. Finally the type breeds thro-
ugh in every case. Types are not
interchangeable. 'I'hey are separate
breeas, as separate as white men,
black men, yellow men.
