Allies Avoiding
German Politics

BY A.I. GOLDBERG

WITH THE U.S. TTH, ARMY
IN GERMANY, May 22 — (AP) —
Allied Military Government officials
in Bavaria and Austria are getting
a lot ot voluntary help from self-
styled anti-Nazi groups, but are
steering clear of political entang-
lements.

Members of the Austrian Resists
ance Movement are being used fof
police and health and service act-
ivities. The situation in Austria is
such that ofticers said there might
be some relaxation of the rigid
non-fraternization rules imposed on
all Allied troops in enemy country.

But it is not the same in Bavaria,
although there have been estime
ates that as much as 80 per cent of
population is anti-Nazi. :

In Munich, birthplace of Nazidom,
at least two apparently strong po-
litical parties are clamoring fol
recognition. One is the Bavarian
Freedom Action Party, headed by
a Dr. Gernegroess. The Allied Mil+
itary Government has notified this
group that it cannot be recognizea
and must cease its politicel activ-
ity. The other is the Bavarian Po-
lice Aid Group, headed by a former
police commissioner named Wels-
maann. Is aid in ferreting out
Nazis has been accepted, but its
political activities otherwise have
been curbed.
