Declares Struggle Will Not End
Until Amerltlzu Strikes Telling
; "~ Blow

MUST STRIKE HARD
-AND STRIKE QUICKLY

American’  Contingent Would
Have Inspiring Effect’ on
Troops at the Front.

.~ PETROGRAD via London—As a
result of a 'meeting in Petrograd of
the Commauders-in-Chief from all the
fronts except the Caucasus, Generals
Brussiloff and Gurko have withdrawn
their resignations, and reports of fur-
ther resignations aré refuted by the
definite announcement that all the
Commanders have. decided to remain
at their posts. Thus the crisis in the
army, which formed an alarming, ac-
companiment te the political crisis,
has heen averted.
