Owing to the early opening of the Legislature
and also to *‘delays in making reports and in
printing reports,” only interim reports of the
activities of the various governmental depart-
ments will be presented at this session. This
announcemeny in the Speech from the Throne
delivered by his Honour the Lieutenant Gover-
ror yesterday, was accompanied by the state-
ment thy there would be a change in the fiscal
vear, whiclowsll bring our provincial book-keep-
g to contormity with the practice in other
provinees,

The Speech forecasts a “particular study of
agriculiural cducation” o be undertaken in con-
junction with the  other  Maritime  Provinces.
An Aporenticeship Bill is to be introduced in
conniection with technical training.  Legislation
preliminary o a land survey of the Province is
also to be introduced.  The Speech states that
“an o mtensive study of clectrical  development
will heonade forthwith,” and refers to the pro-
posud - Sa noeitension for which plans
have already been approved,

The speech proanscs wat “a Department of
Reconstruction to promote  and  co-ordinate
plans tor provincal health development  and
1 veocmplovment will be  establislied.”
Fiis s not quite what the electors were told in
the Jones Government's clection platform. They
were promised, not only a “Ministry of Recon-
struction.” but also that “a non-partisan com-
nuatice ol members and citizens on Reconstr
tion will be ser up™. Where is this non-parti-
sincommittee of members and  citizens, and
does no reference to it appear in  the
Speech?

e Speech also ds silent on the subject of
stovige plans Tor grain, fertilizer and potatocs,
on turticr encouragement of the Irish moss in-
dustry, on extension of air, railwav and steam-
lip services, on the Government’s pledge to
“continne o urge upon the Federal Govern-
ment the nee -of inproving the Char-
lottetown harbour and wateriront, and that the
dry duck for which a site has been surveyed
be built at once”, on the exploration of ‘“new
avenues o keep our people employed in the
urban centres and to introduce and  develop
new ndustrics in the Provinee”, and other mat-
ters which formed part of the Liberal platform
ol September, 1943,

There is a stronger opposition in the llouse
this vear than has cxisted for many sessions.
This should add a spice of interest to the de-
hates and keep the Government members and
supporters on their toes.  Let us hope that the
session will not be too long.  The Speech is
optimisiic with regard to an carly finish of the
war: but det us remember that the war is hy
o omeans won ver, and that i is with the war
cifore thay our people are primarily concerned
at this iime,

therefore fallen to about 3,200,000, but at the
same time the average standard of: living had
‘misen materially and was probably higher than
it had ever been. This increased output of con-
stption goods by a smalier working force can
be accounted for in part by longer hours of
work. [avourable crop conditions and the ab-
normally small number now employed in pri-
vate capilal development and maintenance work,
Auother important factor, however, has been
the improvement in production techniques work-
ed out under the stress of war,

Alfer the war, some of those who are now
emp'oved  will voluntarily withdraw from the
working force, and the armed services may he
maintained at o level considerably above their
pre-war strength. It seems  likely, © however,
thet at least 4,700,000 workers will be avail-
“able for emnlovient in o civilian jobs, or at

A working force of this size, at present
rates of efficiency, will be able to produce a
vastly greater volume of civilian goods and
services than Canada has ever known before.
By the same token, a vastly increased volume
of .consumption and capital development will
be necessary if this output is going to be fully
agziorbed and high employment maintained. The
adjustments required will clearly be of unpre-
cedented magnitude, and bold planning on the
part of labour, farm and business organiza-
tions, as well as governments, is urgently needed.

Quebec has made the lowest contribution ‘o
our military forces but on the other hand, has
purchased the most used cars of any province.
Throughout the whole Dominion in the used
car field, the number of units financed in De-
cember declined by nine per cent, but the dollur
volume involved was seven per cent  greater
than .in December, 1942.  These comparisons
reflect a substantial increase in the average fin-
anced value per vehicle.  Sharp contrasts are
revealed in results for individual regions. Among
castern sections of the country, an increase of
thirty per cent in Quebec was outstanding, On-
tario recorded a sixtcen per cent decline, while
used vehicles financed in the Maritime Provinces
dropped forty-three per cent.

How vitamins were discovered. Proteins,
fats, and carbohydrates arc the three hasic com-
pounds in food from which the body is built
up, Sir Frederick Gowland Hopkins gave some
young rats a diet which at that time was con-
sidered “balanced”—it was not ordinary food,
but consisted of proteins, fats, and carbohy-
drates in their purc chemical state. The young
rats failed-to put on weight—in fact they’ look-
cd pretty wreched, although they were receiv-
ing what was reckoned to be an adequate diet.
The next step Hopkins took was to add small
amounts of milk—under an ounce—to this daily
diet. Though this small amount of milk did
not appreciably increase the amount of carbo-
hydrate, fat, and protein, the effect was re-
markable.  The animals rapidly put on weight
—slarted growing again in fact. Hopkins thus
proved that a chemical substance, which the
body could not form itself and so must be in-
cluded in the dict, was vital for growth to con-
