GO INTO EFFECT TODAY

... Canada's rubber shortage is graver than ever. Not for many months will synthetic rubber be produced,
and then only for the needs of the armed forces. Effective today, only a limited few, the owners of essential
eligible vehicles, may obtain usable tires or tubes, or retreading services. Retail transactions must now be con-
fined to sales between dealers and the eligible motoring public. Apart from such legal sales, no person may buy
or sell, borrow or lend, barter, give away, mortgage, deliver, or receive any such tire or tube or retreading service,
Eligible vehicle owners are divided into three classes, on this basis:

Class: Who may buy: What may be bought:
“A”  Physicians, visiting nurses, New, retreaded, or used tires; new

firefighters, police, certain or used tubes; retreading services.

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How purchases may be made:

To buy new tire or tube, retreading tire or
