Raids on Shipping
Liner heard 31 distress calls

while on Atlantic crossing; Be-
lieved two raiders operating.

NEW YORK, Dec. 9—(AP)—A
story of continued attacks against
the sea lanes of the British Em-
pire was told In the radio log of
the American export liner Exeter
which arrived today with 182 pas-
sengers from Lisbon.

During 18 days in which the
Exeter was on the Atlantic, bound
to Lisbon, and return, her radio
heard 31 distress signals—telling
of attacks from the air and by
surface and underseas raiders on
shipping.

Maritime circles here believed
four of the calls indicated that at
least two raiders were at work,
one in the North Atlantic off
Newfoundland and another near
the Canary Islands,

Included in the record were
calls heard in New York by Mac-
Kay Radio from such British mer~
chantmen as the Loch Ranza, 4,-
958 tons; W. Hendrik, 4,360 tons;
Victor Ross, 12247 tons; Good-
leigh. 5448 tons, and Lady Glan=
ely, 5497 tons.

These vessels apparently were
torpedoed victims of a mass U=
boat attack on a convoy 500 miles
west of Ireland Dec. 2.

On Nov| 23, the Exeter radlo
picked up a distress signal from
the 90461-ton British  freighter
Glenbeg that she had ‘ ‘sighted
suspicious vessel.” Her position was
500 miles southwest of Santa Cruz,
Canary Islands.

A week later, a distress signal
was heard from the 4,825-ton Bri-
tish freighter Llandaff, ordinarily
in the West African trade, She
said a “suspicious vessel” follow-
ing her 300 miles northeast of
Panta Delgada, the A ,and 1=
000 miles north of the scene of the
Glenbeg call.

Two later calls indicated a raid-
er, possibly the pocket battleship
which attacked the Jervis Bay
convoy of 38 ships last Nov, 5 in
the North Atlantic, was still at
large in the same region,

| OTTAWA, Dec, 9—(CP)—Naval
service headquarters tonight an-
nounced that the Canadian de-
| stroyer Saguenay was damaged by
a torpedo while engaging a sub-
marine in the eastern Atlantic,
and that 21 seamen are missing
and 18 are wounded and in hos-
pital.

The terse official announcement
|sald the destroyer “has safely
| reached port where she will be
| taken in hand for the necessary
repairs”. The announcement did
not say what port, but since the
torpedoing occurred in the eastern
Atlantic it is presumably a British
harbor.

The engagement is the first of-
ficially-announced clash between
a Canadian ship of war and an
enemy vessel., Canadian destroyers
are known to have engaged Ger=-
man aircraft while carrying out
convoy duties around the British
Isles and presumably have drop=
ped depth charges in the vicinity
of enemy submarines before but
this was the first report of direct
damage to a Canadian fighting

Elmer J. Doiron, 20, and Harold C.
Dougan, 19, listed as missing from
the destroyer Saguenay and beliaved
killed in action were the first cas-
valties from the Royal Canadian
Naval Volunteer Reserve Company
at Charlottetown.
