Are the children of P. B, L.y do-
ing good patriotic work? The ques-
tion is easily answered by referring
to what has already beendone by this
younger generation and it"‘iq emin’
ently fitting that their interests hay
been aroused in regard to the brave
boys who are fighting for the peace
which they and tuture generations
may enjoy. These children are the
men and women of the future— the
ones upon whom will rett .th(\, tender
care of our disabled heroes in' their
old age. It is easier to keep alive
the flame of interest awakencd in
youth that it is to kindle a fire built
upon an indifference of gome year's
standing. The present is the oppor-
tune moment to in every possible was
interest even the youngest of the
boy and girls in doing all they pos-
sibly can to assist in caving for the
brave boys— both those who are
overseas, and the disabled who re-
turn. Apart from the morale its
teaches is the work of these young
people at present of any real value?
Results already attained by their
abors are the most eloquent proofs
and one has only to refer to their
Student’s Gift Fund, which furnished
two field kitchens for our soldiers
and provided $242.74 for the Sold-
iers Disablement Fund, and added to
this are their many Contributions to
the Army Field Service Fund Reid
Cross, Belgian Relief and the com-
forts they donate for parcels going
direct to the trenches. The’ work of
our young folks has been and always
will be of great alue in many ways.

The individual work ig well worth
while the little groups of our school-
children have shown they are cap
ahle of doing much which even older
persong hesgitate to undertake.

Out in Bradalbane there is a little
club of nine school children,: four
girls and five boys. Over a year agc
they formed what they calted the
B. W. W. B., Club and they are
deing splendid work for the boys and
provide them with some comforts.
Moreover, they o not depend upon
their parents to provide the money
for these comforts but- earn all that
is necessary. Not many weeks agc
they ‘hejd a concert and social to con
thus earned about $40.00 to con
tinue their good work.

Their first letter some months age
to the now Secretary of the 106t
Comfort Circle gives some idea of the
spirit of this little club. Part o
their letter reads as follows: “We
started a Club here a while ago, we
school children, and  we  sent $2(
worth of comforts to the boys before
Christmas, which they all received.
We sent them in care of Mr. Tay-
lor, and we have some more ready tc
send now and we would like to send
the ‘boys that are in the trenches
now belonging to the 105th. There
are nine of us in the Club altdgether,
four girls and five boys. There are
not many of us but we try to do our
bit in any way we can.” Needless to
