‘ Land Undivided

For Poland's wealth, both nat,lonal
and individual, despite the intensive
post-war drive toward industriali-
zation, remains with the land. And
individual wealth, despite the 1919
Agrarian law for parcelling the large
estates, and the ever growing land-
hungar of the peasants, remains
largely undivided.

The family Potocki, today, as in
former generations, occupies an out-
standing position in the Polish ‘aris-
tecracy. Besides directing his many
interests in his estates, the present
family head, Count Alfred, of Lan-
cut, finds time to indulge his passion
for polo, for which he is well known
in England, and tp indulge a!so his
love for hunting,

A few years ago, Potocki organ-
ized a big game expedition to Africa
which was estimated to have more
than $250,000. His son, Joseph, 30, .
attached to the Polish Embassy in
London., He is married to the daugh-
ter ‘of Prince Janus Radziwill,
Potocki is the richest man in Poland
today; Radziwill is second.

No exact figures on private = for-
tunes are available from Polish gcv-
ernment sources, and full tax re
turns are not published, so that it
is impossible to make a one-two-
three classification oficlally,. but
nevertheless the Radziwill holdings,
by common agreement, would take
place money in any race to a show-
down on actual wealth,—also in land.
Radizwill has been in the political
picture for some time, heading the
conservative large landowmers in
support of Marshall Pilsudski and his
party. He is a Catholic but not
Nationalist, His largest holdings are
in the district of Wolynia.

Prince Wealthy

Close on the heels of Radzwill
comes Prince Maurice Zamoyski,
whose heritage is in the form of an
indivisible parcel held in trust—a
couple of countries of it in the Lub-
liner district. One of his hobbles is
development of Polish culture. Be-
fore the war he built the Warsaw
Philharmonic Hall. He has been
active in politics since his youth. He
held a seat in the former Russian
Duma. His political tendencies since
the war have been Nation Demo-
cratic,—opposed to those of Rad-
ziwill, He was minister and later-
Ambassador in Paris. He is father of
eleven children,

Zamoyski has been kept busy in/
recent years trylng to reorganize msf
holdings and bring them back to
profitable productivity. His Ilatest
prosposal, by which he hopes to
liquidate his debts to the state for
taxes,, 18 for parcelling out a great

part of his land to his peasants and
get government  permission  for
floating a $7,000,0:0 foreign loan on
it.

Tax Difficulties

Another of Poland’s land magnates,
who finds himself in temporary tax
difficulties, is also listed as one of
Germany’'s leading citizens,—Count
Johann Heinrich Hochberg, Prince of
Pless, (he is German by nationality).
At present he has a small tax dis-
pute with the government,—a mat-
ter of some $2,000,000 in back im-
posts of his coal and forest lands,
and his breweries. .

Prince Pless is only 30, but a good
business man nevertheless, He haS
fired two of his staffs for incom-
petence and taken over the work of
bringing financial order to his es-
tates himself. He is a strong defen-
der of the German minority in Po-
land, and is chairman of the German
Volksbund of Upper Silesia. His pal-
ace in Pless (Pszcyna, in  Polish)
was the German G. H. Q. for this
region during the war.

CEMENT OF COMMERCE
