ANSWER—There is nothing peculiar in your
problem. Your daughter is just running true to
form. All girls seem to suddenly turn from child-
ren into women, and it is always a surprise to
their parents who thought Mamie or Susie would
g0 on being- a little girl indefinitely.

DON'T TRY HEAVY FATHER ACT

It is a_situation to which you have to recon-
cile yourself, and it is one that must be handled
with tact if you want to.keep close to your
daughter and be in a position to really influence

2 and guide her. For if you try to do the heavy
father act and to make her obey you, as if she were still a little child, and
if you allow her no more liberty than she had when she was five years
old, all of you will do will be to make her deceive you and shut you out of

her confidence,

One thing that is important for you to remember is that we have
speeded up life as well as we have manufactories, and that a girl of fif-
teen is really as worldly wise and mature as her mother was when she
got married. Another thing you must remember is that youth has fought
for freedom and won the battle, and that you have to give children much
more liberties than you had when you were a boy.

It is impossible to lay down any hard and fast rules for regulating a
girl's social life, because circumstances alter cases and what might be the
wrong thing to do at one time, may be the right thing to do at another
time. So I can only give you suggestions.

I would advise you to accept without comment or protest the fact
that your daughter is old enough to step out a little and have dates. BUT
as long as she is in school that she is only to have these privileges during
the week-end, No boys, no parties during the week, and she should be
home at a reasonable hour, not later than eleven or twelve o'clock unless
there is some especially big occasion.

Encourage her to have her boy frlends come to the house. That
gives her the protection of a background and enables you to get acquaint-
ed with the lads and see if they are fit company for her. ell her that
if she just narrows herself down to going with one boy it looks as if she
didn’t have glamour and wasn't able to attract other boys. Make her
seem socially poor, if you get what I mean. Tell her to run around with
a lot of boys. Give them all the once-over. And make her understand
that nothing makes a girl so desirable in a boy's eyes as for all the other
boys to be keen to have dates with her.
