Though a few people always ar-
range to go south, the majority
of Canadians have prepared to
remain at home throughout our
cold, snowy season. Most birds
escape the worst by flying to
milder climates; but unless the
winter is unusually severe a num-
ber stay in settled Canada, while
others, evading difficult condi-
tions in the far north, move down
to join them here.
House Sparrows,
Pigeons we expect to see’ con-
tinually, and if our minds were
not otherwise occupied we would
know that summer residents, such
as Pheasants that have been
“planted” in certain districts,
some Blue Jays,
and Juncos, invariably stay on
this side of our southern border.
Shrikes, Yellow-shafted Flickers,
and White-breasted ~Nuthatchzs

Starlings, and

often brave the clements. Cedar
Waxwings arc secn every month
of ‘the ycar. Occasionally Brown

Creepers are encouraged to re-
main here becausc they have dis-
covered some rough-barked trees,
as ash, elm, or oak.

Scaup and Buffle
have been seen on the shores of
Lake Ontario.

Blackbirds which
even farther north than that.
There are Crows which never
leave Canada, some pairs of Duck
Hawks which never go south.

Common Redpolls, Snow Bunt-
ings, and Goshawks are rogular
visitors from the nerth, Canada
Jays and Snowy Owls come down
here when forced to look for food.
The gypsy-like Pine Siskins, Pine
and Evening Grosbeaks may land
in any locality at any time.

How can birds live through
zero temperatures in snow-cover-

ed land? In days of plenty they
fattened themsclves after the
manner of hibernating animals,
though to a lessér degree, and
their plumage has grown thick.
Frost presents the danger of
frozen feel, heavy snow the dif-
ficulty of .finding food and of
gaining cover, sleet storms the

impossibility of being able to get
at sealed-in food or any perch.
Their biggest problem, however. is

sufficient  nourishmers. When
equipped with suitable bills for
eating flesh, dried berries, in-
