The City of Kingston, said Mr.
King, had an intimate association
with the life of his grantfather,
Willlam Lyon MacKenzie. It was
in Kingston the rebe] leader had
met and married Mr, King’s grand-
mother and in which he lived for a
time after his return from exile.

“He was more fortunate than I in
finding a life partner,” said Mr.
King, “But perhaps I was more for-
tunate than he in that I have never
had a price put on my head.”

To the war veterans of Canada
Mr. King said he could point with

party in its nine years in office,
That was the test of the Liberal at-
titude towards war veterans, He
had said then and said now that so
long as there was a war veteran left
in Canada a Liberal Government
would not forget his service.

One of the first things a Liberal
Government would do would be to
inquire into the administration of
Penitentiaries and see if some re-
forms could not 'be affected. The
people knew, he said, that wvhere
trouble in one penitentiary followed
trouble in another there must be
something wrong in methods of ad-
ministration,

Third Parties

Mr. King then referred to the

“peril” of third parties attempting
to run the country in days of stress;
the “greater peril” of a national gov-
ernment springing up and the “still
greater peril” of dictatorship. In
his radio speeches, Mr, King said
he referred to each of these but
would elaborate on the third to-
night,
In the last five years the trend
in Canada had been away from par-
liamentary rule. The issue today
was between democracy and dicta-
torship or parliamentary rule as
against cabinet rule. In the last
five years he had been appalled by
some of the legislation introduced
by the Bennett Government and
which the Liberals were forced to
accept against their wishes and de-
sires. It was only when these acts
were taken as a whole it was noticed
how liberties had been taken away
and how Canada was to a *‘precipice
of complete change in our govern-
ment systetn which assures our lib-
erty.”

Instead of winning the goodwill of
nations, Mr, Bennett raised tariffs to
the highest point in history and de-
liberately angered them, the Liberal
Leader charged. Not even Sir John
MacDonald, the author of the pro-
tectionist system in Canada ever
dreamed the tariff would be raised
as high as Mr. Bennett set it. I
was ralsed not only against foreign
nations but against the United
Kingdom as well,

Relief Legislation Criticized

As one of the “dictatorial actions”
of Mr, Bennett, Mr. King instanced
the blank cheque relief legislation,
which set no limits on expenditures,
Not even in war days was this ne-
cessary, said Mr. King. The Prime
Minister had said it would only be
temporary but the legislation was
continued year after year, being in
eflect even today. Under that cys-
tem, a remedy for an emergency be-
came the established order. Under
the guise of relief, banks were guar-
anteed against loss, Newfoundland
was financed.

Another instance of dictatorial
power by Mr. Bennett was the
‘peace, order and good government’
legislation, Mr, King said—a further
instance of the subordination of
Parliament. It was the same sort
of thing that Hitler did in Germany
and Mussolini in Italy and for the
same reason—to deal with emergan-
cles, Even today, with Parliament
prorogued, Mr. Bennett and his cab-
inet could do almost anything they
liked simply by passing an Order-
in-Council under that legislation,
They could do it even when Parlia-
inent was dissolved,

Similarly, said Mr, King the gov-
ernment did away with parliament-
ary control over the Canadian Na-

tional Railways. Formerly the
board of directors of the railway
were responsible to parliament

throuzh the government. But Mr.
Bennett “had abolished parliament-
ary control by abolishing the board
of directors and appointing trus-
tees—for-a- fixed- number of years.
The president of the board could
only be removed by approval of thg
two House of Parliament and the
Senate was now overwhelmingly
Tory. What control, he asked, had
the representatives of the people
now over the Canadian Natlonal
Railways.

The governmgnt had shown a
similar disregard for parliamentary
control by setting up the Bank of
Canada. The Liberal party believed
in a national central bank to con-
trol credit and currency in the
national interest but not the type
of bank Mr., Bennett had created,
He had taken the gold reserves
from the federal treasury, the back-
ing for the country's currency and
turned them over to a private cor-
poration. The government had no

bank except a deputy minister who
had no vote. The governor and his
deputy were appointed for a fixed
number of years and could not be
ousted by popular will,

Ottawa Trade Pacts

The Empire trade agreements
were another instrument for flout~
ing the will of parliament, said Mr,
King. Under the agreements in
many instances the intermediate |
tariff had been raised to the level
of the general, This had made it
more difficult to negotiate trade
agreements with other countries
should a new government try to

negotiate.

maintained. This meant that par-
llament could not lower the tariff
beyond that margin while

agreements remained in force,

For the last two or three years,
the time seemed ripe to negotiate
a trade treaty with Washington,
Mr. King said. Every time the sub-
ject \was brought up in parliament,
Mr. Bennett said discussion would
retard progress.

It was the practice of Mussolini
and Hitler to centfalize autority in
themselves just as Mr. Bennett had
surrounded him™elf with power, M.
King sald, Even when the Con-
servative leader committed his
party to a new reform policy, he
did it on his own authority without
consulting his followers or cabinet
colleagues.

Mr. Bennett was hanging on to
office to the last minute, Mr, King
sald. “Let me say to those who say
the constitution is impeding .pro-
gress: do you realize you would
not have an election this year
without the constitution which says

the next eleven days.”
Mariketing Act

Turning to the Marketing Act,
Mr. King said it also took away
political and individual
The Liberal party did not object to
state assistance in markating,
realized it was necessary. But it
objected to the creation of a great
bureaucracy “made up of Tory ap-
pointees” and the usurption of per-
sonal liberties under the guise of
extending marketing facilities.
Crimes and imprisonments coula
be established under the act, not by
parliament or even the cabinet, but
by boards responsible to no one.
The boards were not elective repre-
sentatives but self-interested per-
sons.

The Marketing' Act applied not
only to producers but manufact-
urers of national products as well,
Mr. King said. This permitted man-
ufacturers to set up monopolles
“and they are doing it today. Where
will we be five years from now un-
der that sort of legislation?”

Under the Markeding Act Mr,
Bennett had taken control of the
whole trade of Canada to the gov-
ernor-in-council which meant Mr.
Bennett himself, said the Liberal
leader. The government had power
to regulate restrict or prohibit the
export or import of any natural
product. This gave it complete
control of external and internal
trade.

After 10 bpeleotions had gone
against the government, Mr. Ben-
nett made up his mind he would
hold no more, Mr. King said. At
the end of the last session, which
considered far-reaching legislation,
there were seven ridinzs without
members. It was denying the people
their right to be represented while
taxed. In the same way, there were
17 vacancies in the Senate, a legis-
lative branch. The Liberal leader
charged Mr. Bennett had used the
empty Senate seats as a whip over
his followers, telling them they
would become ineligible if they
publicly spoke their minds.

“It is the flood that counts" Mr.
King continued. It was not a
marketing act in itself or the in-
vasion of provincial rights, al-
though dangerous in themselves,
that counted. It was when scores
of acts were taken together that
it was noticed “we have come to
the moment where our parliament-
ary government is at an end.” If

It was
intimated in official circles that
these tasks would all be completed
‘this week, while Prime Minister R.
B. Bennett stated definitely that
sthe Canadian Wheat Board and
several other appointments would
be announced within two days.

It is generally believed that be-
fore the end of the week Mr. Ben-
nett will announce parliament has
been dissolved and writs issued for
the general election. There is noth-
ing in ‘the statute requiring the
two operations to be effected at
the same time. But in the last
seven general elections and in ev-
ery case so far as can be learned,

conclusion, people would be re-
fused the vote.

Hitlerism arose in the name of
social reform, Mr. King continued,
But today in Canada. farmers could
be topsped from exporting their
goods or even growing them with-
out doing as the Government said.
