DETROIT, April 15 — His life's
ambition realized for the second
year in succession, jovial Jack Ad-
ams posed for all kinds of pictures
in the world-champion Detroit Red
Wings’ dressing room, He jumped,
roared and laughed; then, for
probably the first time in his life
—he fainted.,

The room, transformed into a
mad house of berserk humanity,
became silent while Coach Adams
was half carried into a separate
room, and then the bedlam broke
out all over again when it was as-
certained it was nothing more ser- 9
ious than a weak spell from ex-
citement, joy and worry,

As usual, pudgy John led his
world champions through a mass-
ed crowd into the dressing room.
While players fell all over each
other in joy and pride, Adams
Jumped up and down in the centre
of the floor, threw his battered
hat at a group of newspaper men
and jumped on it.

Under escort of several police
officers the battered Stanley Cup
was brought in the room where
Frank Calder, President of the
N.HL., familiar bowler hat and
walking stick conspicuous, pres-
ented it to Herble Lewis, Adams
and owner James Norris, Sr., each
in turn for the benefit of photo-
graphers.

The room flowed with beer as
weary players gulped it down and
passed bottles to n men,
Cigars and cigarettes were handed
out and flashlight bulbs “popped”
persistently to light up the smoke-.
hazed scene,

Good-looking Farl Robertson, the
minor league netminder brought
in to take the place of the Vezina
Trophy winner, Normie Smith, was
mobbed as he waddled into the
room with his arms about two-
goal Marty Barry.

Baer Stopped

Comeback Attempt Losing
Decision To British Chamy

LONDON, April 15— Tommy
Farr, stolid, unimaginative 23-year-
old Welshman, sprang into the
front ranks of the world’s heavy-
weights tonight with a = cleancut
victory over Max Baer before 14,-
000 wildly cheering far3 in Har-
ringay Arena.

Battered bloody from the beating
Jhe absorbed through 12 gruelling
rounds, Baer announced disconsol-
ately in his dressing room that he
was through with the game.

“I'm washed up,” sald the former
playboy of the ring. “I'm going
back to my ranch in California and
retire.”

Farr, weighing 198, 10 ‘pounds
less than Baer, waan’t supposed to
have a chance, He was on the
short end of 3-1 odds when he
entered the ring, but before he had
finished with Maxie he proved his
left is one of the most formidable
weapons in the boxing game today.

Experts who watched him take
Baer apart, freely predicted he will
score an equally easy victory over
Walter Neusel of Germany whom
he will meet next month.

From the very first the Welsh~
man carried the fight. Before he
entered the ring he d to
prove all British heavyweights did
not conform to the common notion
of British heavyweights. He left
little unproved.

In the first round he bashed
Baer with a hard left and opened
a gash above the American’s eye-
brow. And from then on it was
easy sailing. Half-blinded with the
blood, Baer contented himseld
with desperate tries for a knoclk-
out but the knockout punch never
landed. !

The Welshman collected only
$15,000 for tonight’s fight compared
to playboy Maxie's $22,500 cut in
the gate, but in addition to the
cash return, he came up with an
increased drawing power,

Baer’s bad eye, ripped deeply and
dripping blood all the way, was
largely responsible for the : Cali-
fornian’s setback.
