AN FASTERN CANADIAN
PORT, July 31—(CP)—More than
2,000 persons turned their backs
tonight to the strife in Eurove and
lootced to life in a new land.

They were the vassengers of two
liners which arrived here from
Britain this morning. More than
1,500 of them were children, sent
by their parents to friends and
relatives in Canada and the Uni-
tod States for the duration of the

war,
