Gehrig, a hero of athletic youth of
the United States and the mould
of form at first base for New York
Yankees until his semi-invalidism,
has a new job. The ailing, graying
“iron man” of 36 will put his tal-
ents to the correction of the errant
and wayward.

By appointment today of Mayor
Laguardia, he becomes a city pa-
role commissioner at $6,000 a year
and already is deep in the study of
penolog?' and human correction,

“I believe,” sald the Mayor, “that
he will not only be an able, in-
telligent commissioner, but that
he himself will be an inspiration
and a hope to many of the younger
boys who have gotten into trouble.

“Surely the misfortune of some
of the young men will compare as
trivial with what Mr. Gehrig has
so cheerfully and courageously
taced. He expects to devote his
life to the public service.” !

Thus the retiring captain of the
perennial world champion Yankees
ends a career in baseball that car-
rled him through 2,130 consecutive
games, from the day early in the
1925 season, when he took over
first base from Wally Pipp, until
the day early this last season when
he voluntarily benched himself and
went to the Mayo Clinic to learn
that he had a form of paralysis
that demanded conservation of
his muscular energy.
