U. 8. Grown Into .
IO0,000_Last Year

WASHINGTON,  Aug, 5.—Eleven
cities in the U. S, have grown into
the 100,000 population class during
the last year. Estimates of popula-
tion ofthe principal cities of the
country as of July 1, thls year,
show there are 79 having 100,000 or
more as compared witn 68 last year,
The (Census Bureau In preparing
the estimates did not calculate the
population of some of the rapidly
growing cities, such as Detroit, Los
Angeles, Seattle, Denver. Akron,
Bridgeport, Houston. and Spokane.
The population of the country on
July 1 Is estimated at 112,078,611

New York has passed the 6,000,
000 mark. Chicago is approaching
3,000,000 and Philadelphia  the
2,000,000 mark, while Cleveland is
somewhat short of a million. De-
troit, for which no, estimate was
made, likely has passed the million
mark as ite population was esti-
mated at almost 996,00 a year ago.

Remarkable Find
By Archaeologists

(Canadian Press)

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. §,—What
DBabylonian scholare have regarded
as the clapper of a bell since it
was found at Nippur in 1907, has
proved to be a priceless treasure—
the bronze scepire of King Dungl,
or Ur, who ruled in 2270 B. C. the
University = of Pennsylvania an-
pounced today.

The sceptre was found by the
archaeologiéts of the University
Museum, It was supposed to be a
bell clapper’ with ‘a broken ghaft, It

scriptigns at the ‘enlarged’ end.
When the bronze: plece was held
ad though it were suspended in a
bell" none of * the scholard ‘could
read the inscription. The object was
placed in the vault atthe museum
with ather'Babylonian material ‘or
further study, remaining cvoere 1%
years.

Recently Dr. Leon Legrain, cura-
tor ofthe Babylonian section was
cleaning the collection. He chanc-
ed to pick u pthe supposed clapper
and hold it as though it were a
blackjack. In this position the
cuneiform was decipherable, He
instantly recognized the word
“Dungl” Then began the task of
deciphering the entire inscription,
which states that it is the royal
sceptre of the ruler of Ur, This is
followed by the name of the King—
Dungi, 41N
