RUSSIANS STEADILY ADDING
TO OCCUPIED TERRITORY
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Plans of Germans with Relerence to Saloniki and
Egypt Completely Changed by Russian Successes.
British Warships Appear Suddenly in East Central
African Lake heretofore Dominaled by Germans.

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Jan. 6.—The area of Rus-
sian successes over Austro-Hungarian
forces in the East continues to widen.
Although the situation around Czer-
nowitz has not yet been cleared ‘up
officially it appears, from advices from
Russian sources, that the Austrians
are hard pressed over a long line of
defence, and are throwing huge rein-
forcements into the district. The
Russians here are expected to strike
at the Kolomea-Stanislaus-Halicz line,
where powerful defensive works have
been in preparation for some time by
Austro-Germans. Meanwhile the Rus-
sian position 250 miles further north,
in the middle of the Styr River, has
been greatly strenthened by success-
ful operations in the region of the
great marshes, where the Russians
are beginning to emerge from the
marshes with prospects of being able
to use the roads leading either north-
west, west or south-west. Their ad-
vanee here has not been the result of

isolated battles, but of a series of en-
gagements lasting over a considerable
period.

In the capitals of the Entente Allies
the ‘opinion is expressed that the Rus-
sian offensive has completely upset
the plans of the Central Powers for an
invasion of Saloniki and Egypt.

In connection with yesterday’s an-
nouncement of the defeat of a German
war vessel on Lake Tanganieka, in
East Central Africa, half-a-mile above
sea level, it 1s announced that the
British ships which accomplished the
surrender of the German vessel were
especially constructed in England and
transported to the heart of Africa.
Until ‘the arrival of these vessels the
Germans dominated Lake Tanganieka,
which is the centre of a large and im-
portant territory. The presence of
British armed vessels on the lake

completely reverse the situation there.
This is considered here as most op-
portune, in view of the forthcoming
campaign in East Africa.

Interest in the fate of the Serbian
refugee army was shown by a quest-
tion asked in the House of Commons
to-day ‘“whether a considerable part
of the Serbian army is in distress at
Scutari. After having suffered great
privations in the retreat through the
mountains and whether His Majesty’s
Government will offer the Serblan ar-
my more suitable locality in the Med-
iterranean area, where the men may
rest and recuperate.”

In reply, Lord Robert €ecil, Under-
Secretary for Foreign Affairs, and
there was a considerable body of the
Serbian army at Scutari where at first

the men had been [n great distress,
but situation, he added, had now been
iargely relieved. The Entente Allies
the Secretary said, bhad considered the
matter raised in the latter part of the
quesion but he was unwilling to make
any announcement concerning it.

COPENHAGEN, Jan. b.— The Ger-
man government has granted the Ford
peace expedition permission to travel
to The Hague : .through Germany: by
8pecial train. The ° party will leave
Copenhagen next Friday.

Their train will be sealed, everyone
being locked in. No one will be per-
mitted to touch German soil. The
members of the mission  will not be
permitted to carry any papers, camer-
as post cards, opera glasses or. gold
coin. Most of the baggage will be ship-
ped back to the United States from
Copenhagen.

The expedition will disband at The
Hague on January 12, most of the
members returning home from Rot-
terdam for that day.

PROMISES ACTION
WHEN HICTS KNOWN

Some Omciuls Favor Action to
- Forestall Other Allies When
United States has Finished
With Austria,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6—There was
no lessening of the tension in the new
submarine crisis to-day with President
Wilsof’s return to the White House to
take personal charge of the situation,
but there were marked indications of
the President’s intention to proceed
carefully and deliberately before com-
mitting the United States to the next
step in its. already strained relations
with the Téutonic powers.

At the State Department the hope
was expressed that there would be
opportunity to settle the crisis amic-
ably and it was stated that the Ameri-
can Government believed that Aus-
tria’s assuranceg in the last Ancona
note were given in good faith.

Two points, it ~was emphasized,
must be cleared up before the next
move is made. It must be establisbed
whether the  British - liner Porsia
wctually was  torpedoed, and if so,
what was the nationality of the sub-
marine.

President Wilson's first act on his
return was to issue a statement
through Secretary Tumulty, promising
the:country action just as soon as the
full ‘facts in the Persia disaster can
be lcarned.

“The President and Secretary of
Statg‘zn- taking every means possible
to obtain the full facts in this grave
matter and will act as soon as the
fnformation is  obtained,” said the
officlal  information {issued at the
White House offices.
