In Britain the new system of free education
for every child from kindergarten until the age
of 18 or 19 will go into effect on April 1, of
this year. Over in Northern Ireland the Gov-
ernment has just issued a White Paper very
similar to one previously issued for England
and Wales, which aims to bring secondary edu-
cation and university education within the
reach of every child regardless of his or her
parents’ means, if Parliament approves.

The British system of free education to the
age of 19, which includes technical classes and
evening schools, is part of the Education Act
passed last August. It does not affect the fee
basis of the old “public” schoos, in reality priv-
ate schools. And there is some speculation as
to how many parents will seek to move their
children from these rather expensive schools to
the state schools after April 1.

Britain has become = extremely education-
minded in the past four years—and of neces-
sity. British leaders appreciate the fact that in
this streamlined age of machinery and applied
science, a nation must possess adequately train-
ed men and women if it is to hold its place
in world trade, production, invention.

A puzzling feature of Japan's attitude in
Luzon is her failure so far o offer a stout de-
fence of what is recognized as her most stra-
tegically important holding in the far Western
Pacific. The land, sea and air defence of the
enemy in that theatre, notes and exchange, is
showing signs of deterioration; the central
plains, of Luzon, and even" Manila itself, are
heing evacuated. Japanese troops are taking to
hideouts in the hills and mountains, which sug-
gests that their commanders feel they have a
better chance of defending the island with
jungle and cave fighters than by standing 'in
open battle against the American armoured col-
uma,

The Japanese are believed to be short of
fuel on Luzon. Many vehicles have been
captured which were burning alcohol instead
of gasolene. Bicycles and pushcarts have been
commandeered to move material out of Man-
ila; artillery has been observed being drawn by
horses through winding passes. Those are not
the signs of a foe who is well equipped. Enemy
resistance in the air has also been feeble at
Luzon, and the Japanese navy has failed to
fulfil the promise of Navy Minister Yonati that
it would fight to the end in blocking any at-
temnpt to invade Luzon.

Once the forces of General MacArthur
have made good their capture of Luzon, and
got a strong grip on the island, their possession
of it should provide an effective blockade of the
Wpanése homeland by sea and air. Admiral
lifikaid, who directed amphibious operations in
the early phases of the invasion, believes that,
with Luzon wrested from the foe, the Japanese
sea routes from the homeland to her empire of
conquest would be strangled and the enemy lose
his mastery of the South China Sea.
