The tourt of the Arch-
bishop of Montreal declared the mar-
riage ceremony was yot binding be-
cause neither belonged.to the parish
in Paris, in which they were married.
The marriage was declared void.

Robert Sellar tells of ‘& French-
Canadian couple who apphied to a
Protestant minister in Montreal to
be married. They were legally uni-
ted. Four children were born to
them. The husband was secretary to
the Lieutenant-Governor. This hus-
band asked the Archbishop to declare
his marriage void. The Archbishop
did so. The wife was then deserted.

Quebec was never guaranteed the
right by the British North America
Act, in making the marriage laws of
Quebec - Province to destroy the rights
of every sect but one,

The British North America Act
never gave Quebec the right to brand
a4 woman as a concubine, her husband
as an adulterer, and her children as
illegitimate; hecause of the creed of
the minister who married her.

The British North America Act
never intended marriage laws made
in Italy to dilute civil liberty out of
marriage laws made in Canada,

The British North America ~Act
never dreamed of setting up in Can-
ada two standards of marriage mor-
ality. Charles the First dreamed for
England what we have in Quebec, and
lost his head. James the Second
dreamed for England what we have in
Quebec, and lost his throne.

But, some one will say, such cases
as I have recited can never occur in
Ontario.

‘‘Are you sure? You have the decree
in force in the Roman Catholic
churches in Ontario under which these
things have already taken place in
Quebec.

‘‘In Ontario suppose two persons
leave the Roman Church. After twen-
ty years they want to get married.
A Protestant minister marries them.
This decree now in force in every Ro-
man Church in Ontario declares their
marriage invalid.

““Ontario statutes declare that mar-
riage is valid. Roman Church lav
declares that marriage is not valid.

ENGLARD'S ¢ CURSE"

NEW YORK, April 25—Deseribing
the income tax as ‘‘a curse’’ ana as-
serting that he had ‘‘grown to be a
protectionist,’”” the Duke of Man-
chester, accompanied> by the duchess,
who was Miss Helena Zimmerman, of

Cincinnati, Ohio, departed for Lon-
don yesterday on board the Car-
mania, of the Cunard line. They

came here two months ago and visit-
ed in Cuba and Florida. Eugene
Zimmerman, father of the duchess,
was  at the pier to see them off.

‘I gee that there is being agitated
in the United States what has been

one of Great Britain’'s greatest
curses, the income tax,”” the duke
said. ‘‘There are many phases of the

income tax that are injurious, and
the people of this country will find
them out. It is foolish for the citi-
zens of New York to favor such a
tax, for they would pay the greatest
proportion of it of any section of the
country. I understand ithat New
York would pay one-seventh of the
total income tax .of the countrv.

Oklahoma, of course, would nct be
hit hard.
‘“The  income tax in England is

twenty-six cents on $5 for sums of
from $800 to $25,000, and for sums
larger than that the tax is forty
cents on each $5. The tax gives risz
to an inquisition into a man’'s pri-
vate affairs, inquiries regarding his
bankers, his solicitors and his brok-
ers.’’
