Dogs Act as Eyes
_For Blind Masters

Dogs that lead the blind! Have
you ever given any thought to them
or the wonderful work they  do?
Perhaps you do not know about
them, so I will tell you briefiy a
little about this friend whose ser-
vices are of inestimable value.

At Lake Openaka, near Morris-
town, New Jersey, German shep-
herd dogs are trained to become
the eyes of the blind. Only female
dogs are used in America for the
work &as they are kinder and more
eager to please, The choice of dog
is made carefully. It takes about
three months to form the dog as
a guide and each month she must
pass an examination as to pro-

gress.

It takes two to three years to
form a-competent instructor. He
must undergo what is called the
blindfold test that is he must. while
blindfolded, work his dog through
city traffic under the same condi-
tions as those the blind master
will encounter. The blind masters
must also be carefully chosen. It
is absoluetely essential that every
master be taught how to use his
dog. The dog is her blind mast-
er's eyes, She does it by a system of
signals which she is taught to
convey to her master through the
handle of the harness. Keeping a
steady pull ca the handle held in
her master's left hand she guides
him around obstacles on the side-
walk, For curbs and steps she site
down close to the edge so that they
can be found with the cane or foot.
If the street is clear she leads him
carefully across. By the direct com-
mands of her master the dog takes
him where he wants to go. The
master says “left” and ‘“for-
4" and the dog obeys, The dog's
education is based on the knowl-
edge of how a dog thinks of animal
psychology and through this knowl-
edge the dog Is taught to draw
proper conclusion and acts on her
own initiative.

With the heart, intelligence and
devotion of the dog put at their
disposal the blind of today need
be no longer segregated. no longer
apart, but men and women seeking
to be themselves, to live their own
lives, and standing ready for this
step or independence.

“The Seeing Eye,’ Inc., of Mor-
ristown, New Jersey is the head-
quarters of these trained dogs in
America. Only a frequent pat on
the head and an occasional softiy-
spoken “ d Girl” are the re-
wards of the instructor to the dog
but the feal reward must be in the
knowledge of what she .5 doing to
add her contribution of usefulness
to those who cannot see.

PALESTINE FOREST
GIVEN ROYAL TREE

LONDON, July 16—The King
has given a tree from Windsor
Great Park to be planted in the
King George V. Jubilee Forest in
Palestine on the Hills of Nazareth.
tree, a Cypress Orientalis
about 7 ft. high, will be trans-
shipped to Palestine in the aut-
umn, and will be the first tree to
be planted in the forest, which will
eventually cover 1500 acres with
over 1,000,000 trees,

The forest is to be an expression
of British Jewry’'s gratitude for the
happiness and achievements of the
past 25 years, and of its devotion
and loyalty to the Crown. The site
of the King George V. Jubilee
Forest is close to the Balfour For-
est planted in 1020. The new forest
will consist of Jerusalem Pines,
with cypress trees forming the bor-
der paths.

NEW YORK, July 17—“Good
news” was  the watchword in the
Stock Market today, as the gen-
eral level of shares pushed steadily
ahead to the best levels of the
year to date on sharply increased
turhover, i

The encouraging tidings came
from a number of sources, includ-
ing favorable first year earnings
reports for several leading corpor-
ations; a better than seasonal
gain in power output; a further
blow at the constitutionality of the
agricultural adjustment adminis-
tration which helped the packing
stocks; better steel news, and a
sharp reduction in gasoline in
storage.

While new highs for 1935 or
longer were made by a number of
active issues, levels for the market
as a whole were generally a little
below the day’s best.. Profit-taking
was in evidence in the final hour.

The .3 of a point advance in the
Associated Press average of 60
stocks brought it to the highest
point for 1935 at 45.7, supplanting
the 45.5 mark made on July 8. The
30 industrials in the ~compilation
likewise scored a new peak with a
.6 of a point lift to 62.8. The in-
dustrials figure is not only the best
for this year but is now more than
a point'above the 1934 top of 61.4.

Activity was brisk in the Stock
Exchange with a turnover of 1,
393,340 shares. Not since June 21
have transactions exceeded today’s.

Gains of around 2 points were
marked up for Continental Can at
87, Johns-Manville at 55 3-4,
Spiegel, May, Stern at 67, Motor
Products at 34 and Libbey-Owens-
Ford at 33 3-4.
