1 drove all over Leonforte as the
Canadians pushed on past the
town and on the main street and
down sinister alleys there was evi-
dence of the no-quarter struggle.

Piles of dead G:rmans at street
corners were awal\ng burial and
German soldiers lay dead by their
machine guns on the hill outskirts.
Hundreds of them must have been
killed around here as they resisted
until the Canadians swarmed over
them.

The first company into the town
was ccmmanded by Capt. Rowan
Coleman of Montreal who served
with the British 1st Army in Tuni-
sia last winter. Tanks advanced
first and infantry followed along
the road which curves along tle
hillside and dips into a _gulch
where the Rcyal Canadian Engin-
eers had rebuilt a bridge the night
before under fire, then rises grad-
vally to Leonforte which at the
time was filled with Germans.

Capt. Coleman and his 2 men
moved into attack standing, sitting
and crouching on anti-tank guns
and the trycks which were hauling
tham. Some were hanging onto the
barrels of guns being rushed up to
glve the infantry and tanks imme-
diate suvorort.

Germans sniped and machine-
gnnned the Canadians all the way
along the mile stretch of deathly
ro~+ to Leonfcrte.

The Canadian tanks thundered
into the town in a cloud of dust
end the infantry rode into the cuf-
skirts on anti-tank runs and veRl-
cles, then jumved off and scattered
through the streets.

Stalking Germans

Riflemen stalked Germans from
door to door, creeping along dit-
ches and walls of houses. Snipers
ware in upstairs windows, behind
shutters and back of iron railings
of the tiny balconies which jut cut
of the second storey of practically
every civilian house.

Sniping Was Fierce

They said the sniping was fierce
all the way and made for slow goe
ing down the streets as they had to
keep under the cover of walls and
keep banging away at upstairs win-
dows, Several men had to chase
the Germans to the top floors be-
fore capturing them. They were
very surprised al the youth of the
German soldiers, some being 168
and 17,

They also said the prisuners were
greatly impressed by our ariillery
barrages, and one veteran of the
Russian front said it compared
with some of the shellings he had
undergone at Stalingrad.

A triumph a few miles to ihe
right of Leonforte completed the
success in this sector after four days
of ﬂgmlng. Now the civilians ‘are
crowding back into Leonforte after
fleeing to caves and leaving the
town deserted except for the Gere
mans when the battle raged.

After daylight some tanks of the
regiment went Leonforte v/ith
anti-tank guns supporting tlizm,
followed by a company of infant-
ry. There were more street battles
as the Germans were forced into
the north end of the town and he-
yond into the hills.
