THE PSYCHIATRIST MAY NOT
BE NEEDED

Although physicians. know that’
at least half the patierts consult-.
ing them have no organic disease,|
| that there had been a number of
ichanges at Alderlea

they also know that these patients
have symptoms or ‘hey would not
consult physicians. It is for 1his
reason that physiclans today. in-
cluding the patients censulting
than regularly, make a physical
examination to determine if some
physical or mental cause is re-
spomsible  for the symptoms of
which the patient complains.

Until recently when a patient
complained of various symproms
and the physician coaid find ro
physical cause, he often toid the
patierst that since there was o
organic or physical cause, there
was nothing to worry about. This
is often enough to satisfy the
patient, but when the explanation
does not remove the symptoms,
some patients will consuit other
physicians in an effort to get rid
of the symptoms.

Since so many symptcns are
caused by emotional disturbances
and because patients hesitate about
consulting the mental specialists
(psychlatrists), physicians are now
studying these patients carefully
and do not refer them as soon or
as readily to the psychiatrists as
in the past. They are carefully
studying the symptoms for which
no organic or structural condition
is to be fourd in the organ (heart,
stomach, liver, gallbladder), from
which the symptoms seem to have
their origin.

Where the emotions are are up-
setting the regular working of an
organ, the physician, frem his new
studies of physiology (the worXing
of the body processes), explains to
the patient how his emoticns can
increase or decrease his digestive
juices, the movements of the stom-
ach, gallbladder and intestines, the
regularity or irregularity of the
heart beat. The szime relationship
is reflected in skin when over-
active, moist or underactive al
dry.

When the patient reccgnizes how
his make-up or personality s the
cause of his symptems. he is on
his way to recovery. If he falls to
get results, the physicien knows
and the patient realizes that a
psychiatrist should be consulted.
