OTTAWA, May 24—(CP)—The
Canadian Parliament ‘“must  take
the self-same action” as the Bri-
tish Parliament in passing legis-
m conseripting human and ma-
terial resources, Hon. W. D, Her-
ridge, founder of the New Demo-
cracy Movement, sald today in a
letter to John Blackmore, leader
of the New Democracy group in
the Commons.

“It is your duty to rise in the
House and say so0,” the letter said,
“for we are fools to think we can
play our part in any other way.

“You believed in national ser-
vice when the war began. Your
group declared for {t..In. tte House

of Commons last September you
urged universal  conscription = of
finance, industry and manpower,
You did well. I hope to make a
band of heroes of you. But you

let me down. You went back on
national service.”

Mr. Blackmore said in his reply:
“As our men think your communi-
cation is somewhat of a coercive
nature, it has been referred to our
executive for consideration,”

This exchange of letters is the
latest development in  the break
between Mr, Herrindge, who start-
ed the New Democracy Movement,
and the Social Credit Party, which
asscciated itself with the New

NEW YORK, My 24—(CP)—
Dutch  stubborness edged doggedly
along the world's trade lanes ftor
centuries before the Mynheers built
a little strip of marshy lowland,
now invaded by the Nazis, one of
the wenld’s rich empires,

The Dutoh have always wanted
to be traders and sailors, Nothing
more. They wanted to make things
and sell them, but often they had
to lock up their cash drawers, looms
and dairies and shoulder guns to
keep others out. And each time
they emerged the same stolid, real-
‘stie, hard-working people who of-
fered the world goods for cash on
the barrelhead.

They appeared in history when
Julius Caesar’s troops ran over
their tows in 57 B.C. They stayed
under Roman rule until 200 A.D.
Then the Franks, from the West,
pillaced their farms,

To protect themselves the Dutch
evolved a feudal system with great,
fortified (g tles. But the baronies
never congealed into a nation un-
til around 1500 when the dukes of
Burgundy began to merge them.
