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Empire Conference Delayed

A London despatch says that the proposed
levence of Fmpire Prime Ministers in Lon-
not be held until June. That is under-
le. suys the Ottawa Journal.  Prime Min-
ster Ning, who undoubtedly will be a key fig-
ure at the conference, will be busy with Parlia-
ment unul then, and South Africa’s Marshal
Stuts and \ustralia’s Prime  Minister  Curtin
have lome things on their hands, too. Also,
it is a mistake to imagine that a conference of
Empire Prime Minsters can be called together
in a casual sort of way.

An Imperial Conference, which is what this
coming gathering will be, doesn’t merely mean
that the Lmpire Prime Ministers sit down in a
room at the Ioreign Qffice and talk things over
informally. An agenda has to be prepared, and
the Prime Minister briefed on its topics by an
expert secretariat, and an endless number of
things with all sorts of complications studied
with care. It is a question, the Empire’s prob-
lems being what they are, of making haste
slowly,

No Time For Complacency

Defense Minister Ralston, notes the Globe
and Mail, recently sought to dilute the optimism
of the House of Commons by underlining the
realities on which victory must be calculated.
He pointed out that Germany still dominates the
potentially great powerhouse of Europe; that
she has been able, with the resources won, to
absorb terrific punishment. Last year, while
suffering defeat after defeat on the Russian
front and in North Africa, she was able to
replace her losses and do better. In that year
she raised more than 60 new divisions, he said,
which lacked nothing in the way of equipment;
indeed, which have been armed with new and
improved equipment, equal to and in some cases
better than that of the Allies.

Those are facts which, presumably, the Allies
have lcarned the hard way. In his report to
the British House of Commons recently, Prime
Minister Churchill added to them. He took full
credit for the gains the Allies have won. He
measured the cifect of those gains on the en-
emy in manpower and resources. Germany is
fighting entirely on the defensiva.  Certainly
she is on the defeasive in the air; but, as Mr.
Churchill carefully pointed out, she has taken
that “defensive according to plan”, and much of
the cifort of Allied bombers today is aimed at
interrupting and destroying the plan,

D.D.T., the nickname of a new insecticide
which will probably become a household com-
modity after the war, was described for its ef-
fectiveness on the war fronts and in insect-in-
fested swamps by experts of the National and
of the Canadian Pest Control association at the
final meeting in Montreal. The composition of
this insecticide is not likely to be divulged until
the war is over but its destructive power was
described as potent. The association has re-
ports of the effectiveness of the new gas from
the armed forces who report mosquitoes were
killed for two or three miles in swamps. Lx-
periments with D.D.T. showed that traces of it
in a room or on an invisible film on a window,

Teaching a calf to drink from a bucket is a
polemic process, says the crudite New York
Times, The laws of learning must be recogniz-
ed; he who is scornful of the psychological prin-
ciples involved will rue his dogmatic attitude,
Experience leads one to conclude that the
tenets of the behavioristic school of psychology
fit the situation more nicely than the assump-
tions of the eclectic school.  Basically, there
are two possible approaches to the problem. In
the first, one gets the juvenile bovine between
his legs. Choose the centre of the pen to facil-
itate movement. This is mobile warfare and
space is of the essence. [Place the bucket of
warm_ skim milk on the floor, dip two fingers
in it, insert the fingers in the youngster's mouth,
and try to force its head down to the milk.
The calf will attempt both flanking and frontal
movements, The problem is one of logistics.
Whatever happens, the bucket of milk must be
kept upright and close to the scene of action.
The second plan has less mobility ; but in a de-
cisive conflict the issue may, perhaps, be happily
consummated in accordance with old-fashioned
rules, Back the calf into a corner, straddle it
and force its head downward to the milk, kecping
a finger in the calf’'s mouth. The theory is
that with the stern end anchored the bow is
more readily controlled. Both plans operate on
the basic assumption that as soon as junier or
junior miss tastes the warm milk, instinct will
assert its powerful force and the juvenile delin-
quent will begin taking the milk. In a day or
so the human finger is retired from action. The
countryman says he has tried hoth methods and
cach results in uapredictable actions beforeMhe
laws of - learning are established.

From the proteins in blood plasma
scientists have succeeded in making
plastics, films and foams for clini-
cal use, as well as the more fami-
liar immune globulin for measles
prophylaxis and isochemagglutinins
in bleod typing Dr. Edwin J. Cohn
of Harvard Medical School report-
ed to the New York secticn of the
American Chemical Society in New
York, according to Science Service.
The plastics are made frem fibrino-
gen, the substance in blood upon
which the physical properties of
the blocd clot largely depend. In
connection with thrombin this can
ke made into fibrin films used as
membranes, and into the fibrin
foams used to check bleeding in
surgey on the nervous system
Albumin fron blood, also avail-
able now as a stable, dry, white
powder, is put in twenty-five per-
cent water solution in the 100 cubic
centimeter army-navy package and
used for treatment of shock. This
approximately three-ounce solution
is euaivalent to a pint of blood
