It
vot ovly cande but siayed - Is nct this
a very prominent festure in the life of
Christ, that that same spirit of love,
goodness, genileness, meekness and
sympathy is still with him as a pass-
word iuto the hearts of sinful and sor-.

Now we have €hrist and the Spirit
abiding upon him; then let- us look at
his own words in John—+‘[ am the vine
ye are the branchkes." There is not a
stronger illusiration or parable among
a_l Chri:t's parables, that shows how
closely we ure related to him, as this
one; showing what an indissolubie
union eXists between Corist and his
true followers,— fcllowers that bear
fruit. As Paul says, «Who shall sepa-
rate us from the love of Christ? .1 am
persuaded, that neither death, nor life,
nor angels, nor principalities, nor
powers, nor thir gs present, nor things’
to com«, nor beight, nordepth, nor any
otker creature, shall be able to separate
us from the love of God, which is in
Christ Jesus cur Lord.”
It is very easy for us to comprehend
this figure representing Christ as the
vine and us as the branches. _The vine,
(some of you may have seen it gn;';).
is the large centr:1 stem, while the
branches wmay also be called the off-
shocts from it and on which the fruit is.
borne. So then Ckrist is our sustainer,

have our-being. Christ does not bear |
the fruit through us, but we bear it by
him. It is quite possible for us t2 grow
out of the vine and always continue to
be true branches. Notice the words of
Christ ¢“The Kingdom of God is within
you.* It does nct mean that we must
grow up to be a certain ggein life be

fore Christ’s Kingdom can be establish-
ed in us. It i8 within us- from the day

of our bisth. Its principles are there
and its’foundations are already laid in
us when we first open our eyes to be-
hold the light of the sun. :<Exceptye
be converted and beeome as lit'le chil-
dren ye shall not enter into the King-.
dom of Heaven,” Mat. 18:8. «Suffer
little cnildren and forbid them not to
come unto me; for of such is the King-
dom of Heaven,” Mat. 19:14. This
teaching of Christ simply implies that
the Kingdom of Heaven is within us
from our earliest infancy. And what
the angel says about the coming John,
And he shall be filled wita the Holy
Ghost, even from his ‘mother’s womb,

Through the consideration of these.
Scripture texts interpreted by the Di-
vine Spir t, we are led to believe that it
is quite possible for man to be develop-
ed and grow up in the Kingdom of
Heaven or have the same Kingdom de-
veloped in him {from his conception.
