LONDON, June 11—(CP-Havas)
—The four-power naval patrol
agreement designed to bring Ttaly
and Germany back to the “Hands
off Spain” Committee was almost
complete tonight, but a few minor
finishing touches were left over
until tomorrow.

Foreign Secretary Eden met at
Whitehall this afternoon with Am-
bassadors Joachim Von Ribbentrop
of Germany, Dino Grandi of Italy
and Charles Corbin of France to
edit the new formula, Diplomatic
sources said the session adjourned
until tomorrow in an extremely
optimistic atmosphere after having

,made considerable progress.

Earlier Corbin conferred at
length with Soviet Ambassador
Ivan Maisky, who on Tuesday en-
tered a vigorous objection to the
plan for re-establishing naval sup-
ervision through four-power nego-
tiations rather than discussions
conducted by the full 27-power
committee.

Corbin and Eden were under-
stood to have assured Maisky the
four-power understanding gave no
ground for fears that any sort of
pact was in  prospect beyond " an
agreement for re-establishment of
Spanish naval supervision.

Bilbao’s “Iron.'_ﬁing” Severely
Tested As Fascist F orces
Resurﬂe_ Drive

WITH THE INSURGENTS BE-
SIEGING, BILBAO, June 11—Gen,
Fidelio Davila, to whom fell the
late Emilio Mola’s mantle as com-
mander of the Northern Insurgent
Army, tested Bilbao's “iron ring”
defenses today.

The rainy weather broke after
all but paralyzing Biscayan opera-
tlons since Mola’s death in an aer-
oplane crash June 3 and Davila
sent'; airmen and artillerymen
against the main defense system
of the beleaguered Basque capital,

At the start of the renewed of-
fenstve yesterday from Lemona
Peak, less than eight miles south-
west of Bilbao, tons of explosives
were dropped on the steel . and
concrete fortifications in the nar-
row. strip separating the - besteging
army from its goal.

Back and forth over the defens-
es, Insurgent alr squadrons shut-
tled, raking the groups iroops
while distant guns pumped sheils
against the barrier.

The fog and clouds unrolled
mercilessly for Bilbao and in tne
distance, the renewed warfare
raised geysers of earth and smoke
on and near the Basque lines as
shells struck.

Germany
and Italy, it is known, objected to
recognizing the Franco-Soviet
Pact ag an exception, althcugh it
was concluded within the frame=-
work of the League.

The French note was saiq to in-
dicate a willingness - in Paris to ac-

cept more supple formulas pro-
vided the essential principles on
which the original clauses were

based are preserved.

2.The prcblem of guarantorsin
the new system: TItaly’s idea of
cancelling the whole system of
guarantees should one guarantor
desire was decmed unsatisfactory
and the French note suzgested
reciprccal guarantees in  con-
formity with the idea of equality
advanced by Germany.

3. The prchblem of international
authority to enforce the pact:
Germany and Ttaly, it was under-
stood, do not . want the ILeague
Couneil to function at all. France,
It was understood, proposed auto-
matic operation cf the pact in
case of emergency, and consider-
ation bv the League Council in the
event of a less urgent case. On this
#too the note indicated readiness to
comvromise so long as the es-
sential principles of collective
security remained intact.

After close studv of the French
document, the British Govern-
ment was expected to take up the
problem of resuming the parlevs
for the conclusion of a new west-
ern pact.
