ROTARY LUNCHEON. -~ The
chief speaker at Rotary yester-
day was Dr, Judson 8, Clarke,
forest engineer of Pasodena, Cali-
fornia, who gave an interesting
address on forestry and forest
preservation, The branch of the
engineering profession to which
he belongs has only of recent
years been recognized in its im-
portance to the country and to-
day great sums are ‘being spent
by federal governments in scien-
tific study of forest preservation.
The [irst reason for this is of
course the realization of the great

value of lumber as a national as-
