The
history of the shoe business indicat-
es that during the past five or Bsix
years the manufacturers of shoes in
the dominion of Canada have made
great inroads upon the export trade
to Canada of the United States shoe
manufactureer. There was a time
when the United States manufactur-
ers #ad a sort of mocpoly upon the
market in Canada. Gradually Canad-
fan manufacturers began to establish
a business circle of their own and of
late years have held a large portion of
the market to Canadian goods. Can- |

ada, accerding to the regulations, may
still continue to import finished leath-
er from the United States, but it is
