Notice was given by the Finance
Minister of several amendments to
the government bill which would
increase to $90,000,000 the funds
available to the Farm Loan Board
and extend its operations to every
province. The bill was before the
House most of the afternocon but
progress was slow in committee
stage, i !

The first amendment would ex-
tend to farmers who already owe
money to the Farm Loan Board, the
reduced rates now going into effect,
Some farmers have loans bearing
interest as high as 6% percent but
the rate will be cut to 5% and per-
haps to five.

Another amendment would pers
mit loans to be made up to 50 per-
cent of the value of lands and build-
ings on a farm. Under existing
laws, the 50 percent limit applies to
land but is only 25. percent on
buildings,

A third change would provide that
a credit would be allowed all farm-
ers who, under present regulations,
subscribed five percent of their loan
to shares of the Farm Loan Board.

LATE DR. JAMES

3. GARRUTHERS

Former St. James
, Church Minister
Dies in Vancouver.

VANCOUVER, Feb, 25—Dr,
James S, Carruthers, 84, veteran
United Church minister and theo-
logical educationalist died here
Saturday. He had held several
pastoral appointments in the Muar~
itime Provinces before he came to
British Columbia in 1810,

Born in Ireland he was educated
at the University of Glasgow and
completed his’ training with the
Presbyterian College at Halifax,
N, B8, He held appointments at
OColdwater, Truro, N. 8,;/ Knox
Church, Pictou, N, 8.; St. James,
Charlottetown, P. E, I; and St.
James, New Glasgow, N. 8.

He was assoclated with public
speaking educational work at
Queen’s University, He was assoc-
iated later with Westminster riall,
Presbyterian Theological College
in Vancouver, as professor of pube
lic speaking and houdletics i:
1918 to 1026 and similarly with
Union College heve from 1925 to
1933, when be retired,

office of the Austrian secret police
revealed, and advised their assist-
ants to put themselves at the dis-
posal of the authorities.

News of its caplitulation spread
rapidly to Braunau, Hitler's birth-
place, and to other secret strong-
holds of Austrian- Nazis along the
Austro-German  frontler, Large
quantities of arms and ammuni-
tions already have been surrend-
ered to the authorities, it was de-
clraed. At Voecklbrueck, Welsried
and other centres Nazi chiefs were
reported to have given themselves
up to the authorities.

“OPEN CO-OPERATION”

Some of those who surrendered
it was learned, admitted frankly
that they had not abandoned their
loyalty to the Hitler brand of Na-
tlonal Socielism, nor have they
given up hopes for an eventual
Austro-German union. They have
explained, however, that they are
convinced that they can serve their
ideals best by “open co-operation”
with existing' Austrian - patriotio
and semi-military. bodies, such as
the Schutzkorps and Sturmschaer-

en,

Col. Walter Adam, chief of the
patriotic front, declared that the
Schuschnigg government will re-
main = on guard  against any
“cambuflaged recruiting” in these
loyal services.
