tuberculosis  cow, or cow otherwise
discased or emaciated cr milk - fron
a herd, any number pf which is tub
crculous, diseases or pmaciat:d.

herd or any numbher of the heed from
which. said milk is obtained to show
visible symptons of tuberculosis, ot
any other disease.

Sir,—Above is a copy of Milk = In
spection bye-law,  which is  strictly
enforced in Summerside and also rex
tracts from bhye-law authorized by
the late Charlottetown City Council
and which it is understood will £
into force on 1st of May next. This
bye-law which in many respects is »
good one, will give us as one of our
medical doctors states ‘‘clean milk."
It however does not provide for, g
tuberculin test until ‘‘visible symp
tons of the disease are present. This
according to the opinion of thos
who ought to know is a poor guaran
tee of our being provided with mill
free from discase, and is in strong
contrast to the short and pointed
bye-law enforced in Summerside.

If shortage of funds is the claim
put forward for not giving us up-to-
date law on this most important
matter,—the vublic health,—then let
our City Fathers put a small addi-
tional  tax on which will be suffi
cient for the purpose. If a small ad
ditional  tax, will give us proper
Meat and '‘Milk inspection and make
it possible to give our s:hool teach
ers a living wage. Then tax us!

There are no  matters which con
front us as citizens today more im-
portant than ptevention of disease
and the proper education of our chil-
deen, save perhaps national defence.
