Mr. Mott’s faith in these peoples is no
doubt well founded. He came into person-
al touch with many of them, found them
loyal and true to their country and to their
Allies, and all that, but the trouble with
Russia, as with some other places, is that
there.is not enough'_of the ‘“saltof the
carth” among them to prevent them from
falling into the hands of their enemies and
hecoming a reproach and a menace to their
friends.

Tt is all very well to pin our faith to the
best and the stable element in Russia; all
vary well to believe that right will ulti-
mately triumph in Russia, and that she
shall vet assert herself as a strong nation
among the nations of the earth, In the
meantime there is no glossing over the
tact that through her msiguided and de-
luded majority she has put into the hands
of her enemies the knife that has stabbed
and will yet more deeply stab her friends.

That there is a loyal and true element in
Russia is as true as that there is a loyal and
true element in Prince Edward Island. It
is equally true that there are in both en-
ough of those who, although quite probably
neither disloval nor untrue, allow themselv-
es to be hoodwinked by appeals to their
personal interests or (t\o their ignorance.
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WAR CHARITIES ACT

The Canadian War Charities Act is now
the law of the land. It will be remember-
ed that this act was passed during the last
session of Parliamept and asented to on
September 20th to become effective three
months later. It is now therefore effective.
The act calls for.official recognition and
sanction of all appeals for money or gifts
for war relief, either for our own soldiers
or our allies. The only organizations per-
mitted to carry on war work without reg-
istration under the act are the churches
and the Salvation Army. All others work-
ing in the interest of any fund, institution
or association engaged in any kind of war
relief work for soldiers at home or abroad
must secure official consent. This applies
to any and all collections, whether of mon:

. ey or goods, and refers as well to bazaars,

sales, entertainments and exhibitions of

“all kinds. Authorization for these war re-
lief enterprises is to be obtained from the
» Secretary of State, or from such local tri -
‘ bunals as he may deputize to act for him

in various localities. - Only those who re-
_ceive official authorization can make ap -
_ peals for war purposes, and the authoriza-

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MILLIONAIRENS IN

Millionaires are more numerous in Am-
erica than they are in Great Britain, but the
multi-millionaires of Great Britain arc
more numerous than the multi-millionair-
es of America. In other words the milli-
ons of Americaiare more evenly distribut-
ed amongst the very wealthy as a class-
than the British millions amongst th:
wealthy of Great Britain.

Only ten people in the United State:
have as much as $125,000,000 each. In Bri-
tain 79 people have each as much money.
Nine citizens of the United States hav
$100,000,000 each. Great DBritain has 68
Only 14 people in the United States own
amounts from $75,000,000 to $100,000,000
but Great Britain has 45 of these. Thert
are 73 who own from $50,000,000 to $75,
000,000, in Britain while the United States
have only 84, and Great Britain has 6!
people with from $37,500,000 to $50,000,-
000, while America has of this class only
42.

But America has 97 citizens owning from
$25,000,000 to $37,500,000 as comparec
with Britain’s 83, and of millionaires ir
general America has 22,696 while Great
Britain has only 5,154. There are also in
the United States a great many people with
incomes of from $30,000 to $40,000 a yea
who may be in the millionaire class as re-
gards capital owned if it is invested at only
3 per cent., or whose fortunes may be sub-
ject to fluctuations reducing their average
income, and placing them on the income
basis. at least, out of the millinoaire class.

It has been discovered that in the United
States less than 1 per cent. of the total rev-
‘enues derived from taxing individual in-
comes comes from the millionaire class.
