AN EAST COAST CANADIAN
PORT, Sept. 4—(CP)—The grow-
ing Impetus of the Canadian
strength flowing across the sea to
Britain in her hour of peril was
demonstrated anew in the depar--
ture of the latest contingent of the
Dominion’s manpower—the troops
whose arrival in the Old Country
was announced today.

This increased momentum in
Canada’s war effort was evi-
dent in the size of the “flight”
one of the greatest to set out
from these shores for Britain
since Canada started mar-
shalling her forces. And it was
evident, too, in the equipment,
the organization of the move-
ment and the advanced stage
of training of the troops who
sailed.

For days on end they had been
pouring into this embarkation
centre and rolling up the gang-
ways of the great transports that
waited to take them over. Train
after train discharged its men
from the near and far corners of
the Dominion and then moved
out of the way for the next
batch of fighting men to move into
the station.

With precision and dispatch, the
columns of shouting, joking sol-
diers moved from train to ship.
Sometimes as little as three min-
utes elapsed before the train-
ground to a stop until its comple-
ment was marching up to the foot
of- the gangplank, just a couple of
hundred yards away.

For four days this orderly pro-
cess went on, with never a hitch.
In a matter of minutes after
landing here from Montreal or
Toronto or Vancouver, each sol-
dier found his particular berth
awaiting him. If it was mealtime,
the meal was waiting him as soon
as_he could shake off his pack

For the cooks in the vast galieys
o_f the ships, their new passengbr
list provided strange contrast from
those of their last sailing. For oniy
a few days before these same craft
had carried to the safety of Cana-
dian soil hundreds of British re-
fugee children under the govern-
ment's evacuation scheme. So the
ships, all of them unscathed from
their westward crossing, did double
duty in the war against Hitlerism
on the single round-trip voyage.

VATICAN CITY, Bept. 4 —(AP)
— Pope Pius XII today recommend-
ed a return to faith and Christian
doctrine for those “raised in an
atmosphere saturated with u%'nos-
ticism” and who see “so many ideo-
logies and systems" collapsing a-
bout them.

The Pope spoke to more than
6,000 members of the Itallan Cath-
olic Action Society who overflowed
three large halls of the papal
palace. His words were broadcast
by the Vatican radlo.

The Pope, while urging the pro-
tection of young people against
“grave dangers” in their surround-
ings, addressed himself particularly
to their elders.

Unhappy are those, he sald, who
