Race Revival
Boosted In France

By MacFEE KERR

PARIS, Sept. 11 — (Reuters) —A
race revival plan, which aims at
populating France with the health-
fest stock in Europe has been
launched by the French Govern-
ment.

Inspiring this population drive
was the alarming fact that during
the war France's marriage and
birth rate slumped seriously when
the Nazis conscripted thousands of
potential husbands and fathers for
labor in German war factorles.

At the liberation, Jeremians pro-
phesied that the French nation
would soon be extinct,—or would
at least meet with the historical
fate of anclent Greece. They based
their predictions on the fact that
ip March 1946, France had a pop-
ulation of 40,600,000 compared with
41,800,000 in 1936. In other words,
the country -wvas losing its people
at the rate of 1,400,000 every 10
years.

But political, socia] service and
medical planners are now busy
organizing ways and means of cre-
ating a new French race. How far
the plan will succeed, the future
alone can tell,

Political Angle

pens to be a foreigner, he has first
to psove to the French authorities
that his marriage to a French cit~
fzen is not politically undesirable.
This is done by securing an auth-
orization to marry from the pre-
fecture of polize and this is not
easy.

Every couple wishing to get mar-
ried in France has to pass a med-
ical examination—first by a radi-
ologist, who certifies that each is
free from tuberculosis, then at a
hospita] where a surgeon takes
blood tests to prove that neither
is suffering from veneral disease,
and finally, armed with the re-
ports of the surgeon. and radiolog-
ist, by a general practitioner, who
examines them thoroughly.

Should either of the two parties
fail to pass the medical test, it is
the duty of the doctor to warn
the other party. The marriage
planners do not forbid marriages
between couples whose medical re-
ports are not satisfactory but they
