The none-tco-expert use of the
Blackwood convention by South
landed the partnership in the wrong
slam contract. North considered
taking the sjx-notrump cortract to
seven spades, but was rightly afraid
of “duplication of values’ in his
:own club void. The final contract
obviously should have been six
spades, which of course would have
been a laydown, despite the offside
posjtion. of the spade king.

Playing against six notrump,
West cpened the club queen. A
stade was discarded in dummy and
'declarer, of course, won. Now,
evidently without making any pre-
cise count of tricks, declarer tried
to run the diamonds, and was
hadly disappointed when the suit
falled to break 3-3. He returned to
for the spade king, but when that
his hand with a heart and finessed
lost, East naturally gashed his high
diamond for the setting twick.

If declarer had counted better he
would have seen that he could
well afferd to take the spade finesse
he would then be sure of four
immediately gnd lose it, and that
spade tricks,/ three hearts, three
dlamonds and two clubs, for the|
indisputable total of twelve tricks.'
