OTTAWA, May 6—(CP)— Incor-
poration of Newfoundland in the
Dominion of Canada as the 10th
province was urged in the House
of Commons today by John R. Mae-
Nicol (Con, Toronto-Davenport.)

“It is of miahty importance to
Canada what the future of New-
foundland will be” said Mr. Mac-
Nicol. “The war has revealed its
great Importance to our defence
and we are most important to the
defence of Newfondland.

“I am of opinion the time has
come to again approach Newfound-
land, either through the present
commission government or, if it
lacks the power, through the Brit-
ish government, with a view to :ts
incorporation in Canada.”

The Toronto member recently

A reciprocal arrangement is in
force between the Governments of
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Is-
land which enables motor vehicles,
trucks and buses registered in
Prince Edward Island tp operate in
Nova Scotia without registration in
that Province. This privilege is sub-
ject to the following restrictions®

(1) The owner of the vehicle
must not be a resident of Nova
Scotia;

(2) Commerclal vehicles must not
take on goods, wares or merchan-
dise in Nova Scotia to be discharg-
ed in Nova Scotia;

(2) Buses must obtain a permit
from the Nova Scotia department,
and must not take on passengers in
Nova Scotia to be set down in Nova
Scotia.
