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GREASE-CUP SUGGESTIONS

Zon't Use Too Heavy Grease In Them
Upon the prope, feeding of lubri-
cant. from grease-cops depends  the

to require filling when they should,
they shoull be inspected to see if this
accident ha3 ocurred.
