.~ NEW FISHING LAWS
B e e e

i An important change in the fishery
gulations of British Colymbia de-
kided upon by the Dominion Govern-
ent, has for its purpose the building
p of a white fishing community on
the Pacific Coast. In the past Japan-
ese fishermen have almost wholly
ousted white men from the industry.
itherto a given number of boats
‘were allowed to operate in each fish-
ng area and these have been assigned
to the different canneries, the ar-
rangement dating:from a time when
there were practically no resident
fishermen in the several districts, so
‘that the canners had to find fishermen
and convey them to the different fish-
ing areas. This arrangement in prac-
ice worked out into the employment
of Japanese. - Conditions have changed
and it now is expected that under
suitable  regulations white fishermen
will settle permanently in the region
affected. The course decided upon
‘wag:— . ‘

1 To apply the boat rating to the
water areas and not to the canneries.
3. To issue the licenses hereafter
for the fiscal year, beginning with
April 1.
8. To reserve until March 15 each
year as many licenses in each area as
here is reason to expect will be ap-
Pplied for by bona fide white fishermen,
owning their own boats and gear, and
to assign the. remaining boats al-
lowed to the existing canneries, pro
rata the present boat rating.
The licenses to white fishermen al-
low the to fish independently of
any cannery and sell thier catches to
whom they choose.
