Refugees from northern Fukien
province brought reports that the
Reds intended to establish a Soviet
state in that region.

The invaders have captured vir-
tually all towns in the district,
refugees said, except Yenping,
where the military  halted them,
thus preventing a direct advance
cn Foochow.
