SOLD OUT f

Sportsman’s Park has been sold
out for the first two games, so far
as reserved seats are concerned.
A capacity crowd of nearly 40,000 is
expected to cheer Gabby Street’s
pardinals as they begin to fight to
stop the onrush of Connie Mack's
machine, one of the greatest In
modern baseball. !

The National league’s gallant but
enter the series
again as under-dogs, after four con-
secutive and -decisive setbacks at
the hands of their rivals, Even the
enthusiasm of hometown support.
the advantage of starting on their
own grounds and the widespread
admiration for manager Gabby
Street failed tonight to cloak the
fact there is more hope thancon-
viction in the chances of the red
birds overthrowing the world cham-
pions. The Athletics ruled 8 to 5
favorite to capture their third
straight crown and deservedly 8o.
on the record and ‘“dope.”

The American League's forces
have captured 16 out of. the last
19 series contests., If the Athletics
triumph again, they will set a new-
all-time club record of three
straight and a league record of five
consecutive championships.

St. ‘Louis is carrying the National]
League banner for the fourth time
in six years. The Cardinals of 1926
were the last representatives of the
senior circuit to win the world
championship, Their shrewd and
popular leader, Gabby Street, is con
fident his club is the one destined
to turn the tide, in spite of a suc-
cession of late-season injuries.

LOSE HAINES

The Cardinals have lost thelr
veteran right-hander, Jesse Haines,
for the series, They probably will
start with a substitute, Andy High,
at third base instead of Earl
(Sparky) Adams, who twisted an
ankle ten days ago and is still
hobbling. They will have a semi-
casualty in centrefield, the youth-
full Pepper Martin, who has &
slightly damaged leg. They will
gamble in the box with Pau]l Der-
ringer, powerful young right-hand-
er with a remarkable first year
record but no previous experience
whatever in World Series combat.

FULL OF FIGHT

“We have survived a flock of
difficulties before and came out
on top,” declared Street tonight
“We have had some tough Iluck
but it’s going to make my boys
scrap that much harder. I will
start Derringer and don't make any
mistake about him. He has the stuff
to win, If he does, just watch us.”
This seemed to sum up the preval-
ent feeling. Although nine out of
ten of the assembled experts pre-
dicted a decisive victory for the
Athletics, they agreed the National
League champions would be hard
to stop if they get off to a winning
start behind Derringer, the only
freshman pitcher ever accorded

'EM OVER’

(By Tec.)
Athletics or Cardinals—Which?
“Lefty” Grove

Robert Moses Grove stands out as
the one commanding figure ot .he
1931 world series which win get un-
derway at St. Louis this afternoon.
Grove, best known as “Lefty”, is an
enigma that not even the most ast-
ute basecball expert has been able to
solve. A brilllant pitcher, possessor
of the highest percentage of victory
ever recorded, the Philadelphian re-
mains as much of a mystery today
as he was years ago, when he was
the pitching sensation of Jack
Dunn's Baltimore International
League Club.

Grove is untalkative. He detests
interviews. One reporter who usu-
ally makes his subjects of interview
feel that a big favor has been done
for them, spent some 30 minutes
with Robert Moses recently. That
interview brought forth from Lefty
approximately six shakes of the
head, four grunts and 12 nionosyl-
labic replies. Grove's longest sen-
tence was: “No, I'm not tough.”

Grove seems to be as little known
by his teammates as he does by the
outsidex. All anyone really knows
is that he can and dces pitch like »
Mathewson or a Walter Johnson.
His record fot the season shows a
total of 31 victories and four defeats.
That total of wins is higher than
has ever been made by any other
left-hander. It gave him an aver-
age of .888, a new high mark for all
time,

So it's no more than natural that
Grove should be the one big topic of
World series discussions. In thils
connection, there are two conten-
tions. One is that Grove, virtually

invincible against the best and worst
in the American League, will be
equally effective against the St.

Louis Oardinals. The other is that
Grove is due for a fall, Naturally
none can know what the outcorne
will be, but it is difficult vo see how
the Cards are going to make a mon-
key of him.
