Since the war started Canadian
agriculture has grown in importance
as a national industry, More than
ever it is a source of strength to the
country. The demand by Great Bri-
tain for food, not only for her sol-
diers but for her civilian population,
has opened a marRét of tremendous
possibilities.  In 1915 our total agri-
cultural exports amounted to $209,-
000,000. At the-end of the fiscal
year of 1917-18, the total had jumped
to $740,000,000. 3

This wonderful addition to the
