No direct com-
munication comes from the trouble-
threatened German captal.Since early
in the afternoon the day’s doings were
ominous; a battle was brewing, sol-
diers had been posted on buildings in
the Wilhelmstrasse. with machine
guns and grenades ready for “Busin-
ess”; the streets, already raked with
fire and strewn with dead, were in
the hands of storming mobs with their
wild cries of “Nieder Nieder.” Then
came silence, the cables ceased to
talk, communication was shut off, the
Telegraph Offices may be in the
hands of the mob or under censor.

$400,000 Fire
In City of Halifax

HALIFAX, Jan. 8.—The largest *and
nost disastrous fire in Halifax during
the past few years, completely gutting
the Roy Building and causing damage
estimated at over four thousand
dollars, broke out in the basement of
Winter Brothers store, Tuesday morn-
ing and burned fiercely until midnight
in spite of the tremendous efforts of
the Fire Department, ably assistd by
a contingent of sailors, to stem the
conflagvation. They, however, were
successful in preventing its spread to
the adjacent buildings to the south,
and the Mahon Building to the north.
The fire was discovered in the
northwest corner of the basement
under Winter Brothers' shop. The
firemen arrived within a few minutes,
but by that time, it had worked its
way into the walls and beween the
floors of the building, and it was imn-
possible to ascertain jusy where It
was {Chemical and water streams |
were poured into the building but |
they proved futile. The fire continued |
to galn headway and the smoke in-
creased in density, poured from
windows on all sides, enveloping the
down.town district in thick clouds,
and making it impossible for the fire-
men to gain entrance to the edifice. Be-
fore twelve-thirty the flames swept
south through the basement asd into
Fifteen Cent Store. The warehouse on
Granville Street,- occupied by the Im-
perial Tobacco Company was also
threatened; and the merchandise
stored there was removed.

By half-past one the Roy Building
was practically gutted, and the un-
rescued stocks of goods stored in it
were either completely destroyed or
{rretrievably damaged by smoke and
water.
