PARIS, July 5-A crime of so
dastardly and cowardly a nature
as to he almost unbellevable ¥ be-

ing alleged by the mother of a
dead French soldier against the ma-

yor and two councillprs of the little
¢ village of Reuilly-Sauvigny, in the

Department of the Aisne, It hap-
pened nearly seven years ago, and
all that time the mother has per-
sistently and against a hundred
difficnlties been seeking to dis -
| cover how her son met his death,
and how (o obtain justice on those
who she alleged killed him to savy
1heir own lives and property.

LThe drama happened in the first
weeks of the war and to unders
stand how it could have heen poss-
ihle, the terror of those days must
ne recalled when the Germans
were poturing across Belguim and
Fastern France, shooling and burh-
ing on every pretext, deliberately
spreading panic, fear and working
out in blood and fire their theéory
ot how a war ought to he waged.
Fear was above all the dominart
omotion of those days. It spread
from town to town and from vill:
uge to village with every stoey-—
and most of them were true—of
how lostages' had been shot here
and houses burned there, hecause
a French soldier nad heen found
hidden or because some ancient
firearms had been discovered.

News of such doings came every
days to Reuilly-Sauvigny, which
lay right in the path of the advanc-
ing army. On September 3 the last
French companies in the great re-
treat from Charleroi passed throuzh
the village.. They consisted of the
Fourth' Zouaves, Just as they reach-
ed the village one man the soldier,
Louis Letermelier, fell out, over -
come with heat and fattgue.
