TORONTO, Feb, 3*—(CP)—Of 15
Aliens, released from internment
camps with consent of British and
Canadian authorities, who had ap-

lied for admission to University of

oronto, only nine remained after
prolonged discussion by University
authorities over the question of
their admission had held up their
entrance, it has been announced by
I;resident.

a view to further knowledge of our
customs and language and with a
vlev; to becoming better for war
work.
